All registered voters in Michigan can vote BEFORE Election Day using an absentee ballot. This can be done from home or at your city or township clerk's office.
· Step One: Submit an application for an absentee ballot at Michigan.gov/Vote or to your local clerk. You can submit your completed application by email, mail, fax, or in person.

· Step Two: If you applied online, look for your absentee ballot to arrive in the mail. Fill it out, place it in the provided envelope, and sign the outside of the envelope with your official signature.

· Step Three: Turn in your ballot as soon as possible. All absentee ballots received by your city or township clerk by 8 p.m. on Election Day with a matching signature will be counted.

“Do I need a photo ID or proof of citizenship to vote?”
