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The #MichiganStudentsVote Campaign was designed to host student voter engagement resources that administrators, students and partners can use to help get out the vote leading up to Election Day.

Together we've learned from past campus democratic engagement efforts, shared strategies to institutionalize civic efforts on campus and strengthened the network of Michigan college campuses working to amplify student voices in our democracy. Now, we use this toolkit and calendar in hopes of mobilizing Michigan students!

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	INTRODUCTION

As a student or school administrator, you can take action and be a trusted source of information for your campus and peers by providing trusted information to voters across the state regarding the Nov. 3, 2020 election on social media, group texts, websites, newsletters, emails and in other communications.

This toolkit contains the tools you need to help spread the word. 

Key messages and goals:
· Register and Vote Early: Encourage students to register and vote early at their local clerk’s office! This is the easiest, fastest way to register and to vote - and it helps keep lines at clerk’s offices and polling locations shorter on Election Day. It is especially important in the Nov. 3, 2020 election because of slowed U.S. postal services and the need for social distancing at in-person polling locations. REGISTER EARLY. VOTE EARLY. 
· Make a Plan to Vote: All voters, including students, need to make a plan to vote this year. In Michigan, voters have options, so students can choose what is best for them. They can safely vote from home, or they can vote in person at their polling place, which will follow all social distancing and safety protocols for the protection of voters and workers.
· Plan Ahead: Encourage those voting from home to mail in their ballots at their earliest opportunity (Recommended: at least two weeks before Election Day). Another good option is to deliver them in person to their local clerk’s office or drop box. Voters can find this information at Michigan.gov/Vote.
· Your Right to Register on Election Day: As we approach Election Day, make sure students know that they have a right to register and vote up to and on Election Day. Crucially, after October 19, students can only register at their local clerk’s office.
· Be a Poll Worker! Encourage students to become poll workers! The U.S. is currently experiencing a nationwide poll worker shortage caused by the COVID-19 pandemic. Michigan is counting on lower-risk populations, like students, to step up and fill this poll worker gap. As a poll worker, you will be trained to work elections or count absentee voter ballots, and you will be paid for your time. Learn more at Michigan.gov/DemocracyMVP
· Become a Democracy Fellow! Help your peers get out the vote! Seeking students who are self-starters, democratically engaged, politically interested and willing to help peers register to vote and engage in dialogue around democracy. Learn more at campusvoteproject.org/democracy-fellows

· Good news: You can register and vote early all in one visit!
· October 31-November 1: Clerks’ offices must be open on Saturday or Sunday for at least eight hours for in person voter registration and absentee voting.

November 2020
· November 3: Election Day!

Michigan students can register to vote up to, and on Election Day. Remember, when registering to vote or voting in person:

· Practice social distancing – stay at least 6 feet from others as much as possible.
· Wear a mask.
· Wash your hands for at least 20 seconds.

If you are unsure of your registration status, you can check by clicking here.
 
In order to register, you must:

· Be 18 years or older when you vote
· Be a U.S. Citizen
· Be a Michigan resident
· Be a resident of your city/township for at least 30 days
· Not be serving a sentence in prison

What if I’m a student?

Students who come from Michigan and attend a school in Michigan can register to vote at their school address or their home address. Students who are from Michigan and who attend school in another state can still register to vote at their home address in Michigan. Students who are from another state but who are attending school in Michigan can register to vote at their school address in Michigan, or in their home state (not both). For questions about registering to vote in other states, look for resources on voting in that state.

If you have a Michigan driver’s license or state ID card, and you are registered to vote in Michigan, your voter registration address and the address on your ID will be the same. If you change the address on one, it will automatically change the other. The Secretary of State will mail you a sticker with your new address to place on your license or ID card.
 
What documents do I need?

Registering within 14 days of an election, and on Election Day, requires you to present proof of residency documents at your local clerk’s office. 

Proof of residency documents can be in paper or electronic form (displayed on your phone, a tablet or a laptop). Your proof of residency MUST have your name on it and display your current address. 

· A valid Michigan driver’s license or state ID
· A webpage on your university student portal displaying your name and the address where you want to register (ex. Wolverine Access, StuInfo, Academica, CentralLink, GoWMU)
· Financial aid documents or university registration forms
· Bank statement
· Credit card bill or Utility bill
· Signed and executed lease
· Pay stub
 
What is NOT a valid form of proof of residency?
· An expired ID or License
· A student ID that does NOT display your current address
· An Amazon package or any non-official piece of mail

Ways to register to vote:

· You can register online by clicking here (Only if you have a valid state of Michigan ID or driver’s license. Must be done at least 15 days before Election Day).
· You can register at your local Secretary of State office. (Must be done 15 days before Election Day).
· You can register at your local clerk’s office up to, and on Election Day. You can find your local clerk by clicking here.
· You can fill out this application (If you do not deliver this form to your clerk’s office, the ballot must be mailed, or emailed, 15 days before Election Day).

In Michigan, there is no deadline to register to vote. Michigan allows same-day registration. 

Students are strongly encouraged to register to vote at least 15 days before Election Day - when it can be done online.

When registering on Election Day, you will need to visit your local clerk’s office and MUST bring proof of residency. At your clerk’s office, you can also request an absentee voter ballot and vote right there!

Any registered voter in Michigan can request an absent voter ballot without providing a reason. 

To vote safely during the COVID19 pandemic, we are encouraging students to utilize absentee voting. Requesting an AV ballot is easy, quick and secure.

Requesting an absent voter ballot:

Students may request an absent voter ballot or accessible voter ballot in a variety of ways. Students who are registered to vote can complete an online application at Michigan.gov/Vote or submit an application, large print application, letter, or postcard to your local clerk. Click here to find your local clerk. Requests for absent voter ballots may be returned by hand, via postal mail or email, as long as a signature is visible. 

· How do I apply for an absentee ballot?
· Apply online NOW!
· Apply online for an accessible electronic absent voter ballot **NEW** (Do not complete this form if you want a regular, paper absent voter ballot).

When is the deadline to apply for an absent voter ballot?

If you are not already registered to vote or need to update your voter registration address and you want to request an AV ballot, you can visit your clerk’s office to register (or update your registration), request an AV ballot and submit your vote - all in one stop - up to and ON Election Day! So long as you are in line at your clerk’s office by 8 p.m. on Election Day, your registration and vote will count.

If your voter registration is already up to date, there are a few AV ballot request deadlines to be aware of, and you cannot request an AV ballot on Election Day.  

· To have your AV ballot mailed to you, your request must be received by your township or city clerk no later than 5 p.m. the Friday before the election. Due to possible delays in postal service, we recommend getting your AV ballot in the mail to send back to your clerk at least 14 days prior to Election Day. If you receive your ballot with less than 14 days to go before Election Day, we recommend delivering your ballot by hand to your clerk’s office or to their secure ballot drop box. 
· To request an AV ballot in person at your clerk’s office, you must submit an in-person request at your clerk’s office by 4 p.m. on the day prior to the election.

How do I return my absent voter ballot?

There are a few ways to return your AV ballot - make sure to sign the back of your envelope before returning your AV ballot! Ballots must be received by your local clerk BY 8 p.m. on Election Day to be counted. 

· Drop it off at your clerk’s office or AV ballot drop-box. You can return your ballot to your local clerk’s office, satellite office, or find your local clerk’s ballot drop box. You can find your clerk’s drop box location by visiting Michigan.gov/Vote.  

Note: Ballot drop boxes aren’t like a mailbox where you can drop mail going to any location in the state. You should ONLY drop off your AV ballot at your local clerk’s office drop box.

If you are an out-of-state student attending school in Michigan, and you are voting in your home-state election using an AV ballot, DO NOT place your ballot in a drop box. You will need to mail your ballot to your home state clerk’s office.

· Mail it to your local clerk’s office. To use this option, be sure to mail your ballot at least two weeks before Election Day to make sure it arrives in time. Be sure you are mailing your ballot to the correct clerk’s office! Lookup your clerk by visiting Michigan.gov/Vote and selecting “Your clerk” on the far-left menu.


Did my ballot arrive?
All registered voters can track their ballot by looking up their information in the voter information section of this website.

Spoiling an absent voter ballot (I submitted my ballot. Can I change my vote?):

If a student has already voted absentee and wishes to change their vote, a student can spoil their ballot by submitting a written request to their city or township clerk. The student must sign the request and state if they would like a new absentee ballot mailed to them or if they will vote at the polls. This request must be received by 2 p.m. the Saturday before the election if received by mail. An absentee ballot may be spoiled in person at the clerk’s office until 4 p.m. the Monday prior to the election. The student can obtain a new absentee ballot there or vote at the polls. There is no option on Election Day to spoil an absentee ballot that has been received by the clerk.

Do I need a photo ID or proof of citizenship to vote or to register?
No. You will be asked for a photo ID when you vote or register in person. If you don’t have one or don’t have one with you, you can sign a simple form and then register or vote. 

Does registering to vote enter me into jury duty?
No. Jury duty pools are not pulled from voter registration rolls in Michigan.

Do I need to wear a mask to vote?
Wearing a mask is strongly encouraged when voting in person - but it is not required. Polling locations on Election Day will be regularly sanitized, and social distancing will be enforced. You can also vote safely and securely at home using an absent voter ballot!

Can I vote before Election Day?
All registered voters in Michigan can vote before Election Day using an “absentee voter ballot”. You don’t need an excuse or a reason. You can vote before Election Day from home, or by going to your city/township clerk’s office.

Is absentee voting secure?
Yes. Voting by mail, or absentee voting, is very secure and accurate. To learn more about the AV process and security measures, visit Michigan.gov/ElectionSecurity

What if I moved to a new address?
You should update your voter registration whenever you move.  If you did not update your registration by Election Day, you can register to vote at your city/township clerk’s office, with proof of residency, on Election Day. So long as you are in line at your clerk’s office by 8 p.m., you will be able to register and your vote will be counted.

You can also vote at your old polling place one last time if:
· You moved within the same city or township; or, 
· You moved to a different city or township after September 4, 2020.

What if I need assistance voting?
You have the right to vote independently using an accessible voting machine. If you would like to use an accessible voting machine, tell an election official when you arrive to vote.

You have the right to assistance from the election officials. You can ask the election officials for instructions on how to use the voting equipment or assistance at any time, even after you have entered the voting booth.

If you are blind, disabled, or unable to read or write, you have the right to assistance from anyone you choose, except the person cannot be your employer, an agent of your employer or an officer or agent of your labor union.
