The darn was 
built in 1898 to generate hydroelectric power for the Consumers Power Company. It 
was operated from 1902 to 1967, when it was gifted to the State of Michigan. Over time, 
the dam's powerhouse was demolished, and the gates were raised to lower the 
lrnpoundment level. The Dam, as II exists today, consists of a 150-foot left earthen 
embankment, 80-foot wide concrete spillway, and a 110-foot right earthen embankment, 
for a total of approximately 340 feet with an impoundment area of approximately 59 
acres. The dam is in poor cond ition and its stability and ability to control the spread of 
polychlorinated biphenyls contamination in the sediments Is of great concern. This work 
includes installing steel sheet piles and a steel pile cofferdam on the upstream side of 
the existing embankments; parlial excavation of the abandoned powerhouse and 
ancillary features in the embankment; the placement of riprap/grouted riprap;
