General Meeting Information: 

 

These meetings routinely last no more than 5 minutes, so please arrive early to find 

parking and the meeting room. 

 

 

Building Location: 

 

The location of the meetings is Lake Superior Room, 1st floor of the Michigan Library 

and Historical Center(MLCH), 702 W. Kalamazoo, Street, Lansing, MI 48933 

For directions to the MLHC, go to the bottom of this document. 

 

 

Parking: 

 
Visitor parking is located south of the building with a $1 per hour fee, with a maximum of 
$8 per day. At present CASH ONLY is accepted. Weekend parking is free. Visitors 
should approach on Kalamazoo Street and turn north onto the circle drive to enter the 
visitor parking lot. 
 
NOTE: There are two pay stations, one at the exit accessible from the vehicle and one 
in between the double doors of the south building entrance. The pay stations will accept 
$1, $5, $10 and $20 and will provide change. 
 
Additional public parking is available north of the building across Allegan Street (east of 
the Hall of Justice and Vietnam Memorial). However, the north entrance of the Michigan 
Library and Historical Center is not accessible to people with disabilities. You will need 
to cross Allegan Street at Butler Boulevard. Allegan is a one-way street with traffic 
flowing from west to east. 
 



Meeting Room Location: 

Once you are in the Michigan Library and Historical Center, you can find the Lake 

Superior Room by looking at location 8 in the diagram below:

Coming from Flint 
Take I-69 W to I-127 S 
Take I-127 S to the I-496 W exit 
Take I-496 to exit 5 (Martin Luther King, Jr. Blvd.) 
Use the far right lane on the exit ramp 
Turn right onto Martin Luther King, Jr. Blvd. (North) 
Take Martin Luther King, Jr. Blvd. to Kalamazoo Street 
Turn right on Kalamazoo Street (East) 
Take Kalamazoo Street one and a half blocks to the "MLHC Boulevard" (North)  
Turn left onto the "MLHC Boulevard"  
Go one way around the traffic circle to the visitor's parking lot entrance 
Enter the parking lot directly from the traffic circle.  
Parking lot on left and building on right.  



Coming from Detroit  
Take I-96 W to I-127 N 
Take I-127 N to the I-496 W exit 
Take I-496 to exit 5 (Martin Luther King, Jr. Blvd.) 
Use the far right lane on the exit ramp 
Turn right on Martin Luther King, Jr. Blvd. (North) 
Take Martin Luther King, Jr. Blvd. to Kalamazoo Street 
Turn right on Kalamazoo Street (East) 
Take Kalamazoo Street one and a half blocks to the "MLHC Boulevard" (North) 
Turn left onto the "MLHC Boulevard"  
Go one way around the traffic circle to the visitor's parking lot entrance 
Enter the parking lot directly from the traffic circle.  
Parking lot on left and building on right.  
 
Coming from Jackson  
Take I-127 N to I-496 W 
Take I-496 to exit 5 (Martin Luther King, Jr. Blvd.) 
Use the far right lane on the exit ramp 
Turn right on Martin Luther King, Jr. Blvd. (North) 
Take Martin Luther King, Jr. Blvd. to Kalamazoo Street 
Turn right on Kalamazoo Street (East) 
Take Kalamazoo Street one and a half blocks to the "MLHC Boulevard" (North)  
Turn left onto the "MLHC Boulevard" 
Go one way around the traffic circle to the visitor's parking lot entrance 
Enter the parking lot directly from the traffic circle.  
Parking lot on left and building on right.  
 
Coming from Grand Rapids  
Take I-96 E to I-496 E 
Take I-496 E to exit 5 (Martin Luther King, Jr. Blvd.) 
Use the far left lane on the exit ramp 
Turn left onto Martin Luther King, Jr. Blvd. (North) 
Take Martin Luther King, Jr. Blvd. to Kalamazoo Street 
Turn right on Kalamazoo Street (East) 
Take Kalamazoo Street one and a half blocks to the "MLHC Boulevard" (North)  
Turn left onto the "MLHC Boulevard"  
Go one way around the traffic circle to the visitor's parking lot entrance 
Enter the parking lot directly from the traffic circle.

Coming from Battle Creek  
Take I-69 N to I-496 E 
Take I-496 to exit 5 (Martin Luther King, Jr. Blvd.) 
Use the far left lane on the exit ramp 
Turn left onto Martin Luther King, Jr. Blvd. (North) 
Take Martin Luther King, Jr. Blvd. to Kalamazoo Street 
Turn right on Kalamazoo Street (East) 
Take Kalamazoo Street one and a half blocks to the "MLHC Boulevard" (North)  
Turn left onto the "MLHC Boulevard"  
Go one way around the traffic circle to the visitor's parking lot entrance 
Enter the parking lot directly from the traffic circle.  
Parking lot on left and building on right.  
 
Coming from Mount Pleasant 
Take I-127 S to I-496 W 
Take I-496 to exit 5 (Martin Luther King, Jr. Blvd.) 
Use the far right lane on the exit ramp 
Turn right onto Martin Luther King, Jr. Blvd. (North) 
Take Martin Luther King, Jr. Blvd. to Kalamazoo Street 
Turn right on Kalamazoo Street (East) 
Take Kalamazoo Street one and a half blocks to the "MLHC Boulevard" (North)  
Turn left onto the "MLHC Boulevard"  
Go one way around the traffic circle to the visitor's parking lot entrance 
Enter the parking lot directly from the traffic circle.
