Trousers will be manufactured by Fechheimer Brothers based on the specifications listed
herein. Pattern based on Fechheimer 2010 Comfort Fit incorporating a plain front, two
(2) side front pockets with a knife notch at the bottom, (1) club pocket and two (2) hip
pockets. Work wear industrial style construction is unacceptable and will be cause for
rejection.

1. Basic Trouser Material
a. Summer Trouser Material
i.  Fiber Content: 55% Polyester/45% Worsted Wool

ii. Style: Raeford Style ProBlend® 521

iii.  Shade: Michigan State Police Blue #4818

iv.  Weave: Gabardine 2 ply warp and filling

v. Weight: 11 — 11.5 oz. per linear yard

vi.  Breaking Strength: 150 pounds in the warp. 80 pounds in the

filling.
vii.  Construction: 112 ends per inch. 55 picks per inch.

2. Trimmings
a. Zipper: Y. K. K. Brass #579 size 04 or Talon, Inc. Style #260, size 05 with
brass metal and flat top locking slider.

b. Waistband: Snugtex® non-skid, Everlastic®, Inc., New York City, or equal
by other producers, %" wide.

c. Waistband Interlining: 2-inch wide elastic section that incorporates Tru-
Grip, a ¥2" surface area composed of thin 55 gauge rubber for maximum
comfort and performance.

d. Pocketing and Fly Lining: 70% Polyester / 30% Cotton, 2.9 oz. per square
yard (60" width) with a minimum 78 x 48 count. Pocketing will have a
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durable press finish and the color of the pocketing will be

Cadet Blue.
70% polyester/30% cotton.

e. Curtain and Lining Material: 70% polyester, 30% cotton, weight 2.9 oz.,
minimum thread count 78 x 64, color black.

f. Edge Tape: 3/8" tape, blue-gray color to match trouser material, to be
good grade, and must be preshrunk or stabilized.

g. Side Stripe:

i Summer Trousers: Fiber Content- 80% Dacron and 20% wool.
Style- Raeford fabric style 3930-610, P.F. Shade- MSP Blue
#4818. Weight- 11 ¥ - 12 ounce, Material is to be cold water

shrunk or stabilized.

ii.  Winter Trousers: Fiber Content - 100% Worsted Wool. Style -
Raeford Style Naturelle® 13507. Shade — Navy Blue (13507-96).
Weight — 19.5 - 20 oz. per linear yard. Material is to be cold water

shrunk or stabilized.

h. Hook and Eye Closing Device: Hookflex Corporation, style #5897-1/2 and

5894-1/2 or equal.

i. Thread: Best quality Dacron thread; size A, A. H. Rice Company, shade
#1554 cadet gray or equal. Best quality Dacron thread, size A, color

black, for side stripe.

3. Style

Without cuffs, similar to that worn by United States Army officers.

4. Measurement Tolerances

There will be no measurement tolerances allowed where the specification is
stating an exact measurement. In other areas of the specification, the following

measurement tolerances will be allowed:

Specified Length Tolerance
1/2 inch to 2 inches +/- 1/8 inch
2 inches to 20 inches +/- 1/4 inch
20 inches or more +/- 1/2 inch

5. Manufacturing Requirements

All trousers must be manufactured using an automated computerized cutting
system to ensure consistency of fit and perfection of all components as well as

dimensions of finished garments.

6. Pockets

There will be two front pockets, and two hip pockets. All pocket edges and
facings will be finished smooth and flat, without distortion.

a. Front Pockets: Will be a side style with a minimum opening of 7". Pocket

facings will be made of the shell fabric.
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Front pockets will have a knife notch at the bottom of the pocket
opening.

Front pockets to have firm straight bartacks at top and bottom of
pocket openings.

Pockets will be constructed using the stitch, turn, and topstitch
method.

b. Hip Pockets: The two (2) hip pockets will have a minimum 5-3/8" wide
(bartack to bartack) opening and a minimum depth of 5-3/4 " measured
from the bottom of the pocket opening.

Hip pockets will be constructed using the double welt method on
an automatic welt machine.

The corners of the hip pocket openings will have straight bartacks
for reinforcement (use of trangle bartacks will be cause for
rejection).

Hip pocket facing to be made of basic trouser fabric and will be a
minimum of 3/4" and the barrier will also be made of the basic
trouser fabric and to be a minimum of 1-1/2".

There will be a dart centered above each hip pocket to waistband.
Dart will be approximately 2-3/4” long tapered from 3/8” at
waistband and will be installed with automatic equipment for a
clean non-puckered finish.

Hip Pocket Tabs: To be formed with one ply of basic material and
to be backed with pocketing material. Lining and fabric to be sewn
together and turned, forming a good finished appearance; then
buttonhole is to be made. Tab to be finished plain. (See Schedule
N, Hip Pocket Tab Diagram).

c. Club Pocket: There will be one club pocket located 3" (plus or minus 1/4")
below right hip pocket.

7. Darts

The club pockets will be 1" (plus or minus 1/4") from the side
seam with a minimum opening of 3" and a minimum depth of 8".
Pocketing material to be the same as side and hip pockets.

Club pocket will be constructed using the double welt method on a
REECE PW machine.

The corners of the club pocket will have straight bartacks for
reinforcing strength.

a. Men’'s Trousers: There are to be two darts, one in each of the back
panels; the darts will be carefully tapered off. The lower end of the dart
will be securely tacked and finished at the top edge of the hip pocket
opening. Dart is not to extend through the pocket.

Women'’s Trousers: There are to be four darts, two in each of the back
panels; the darts will be carefully tapered off. The lower end of the dart
will be securely tacked and finished at the top edge of the hip pocket
opening. Darts are to extend through the pocket. There are to be two
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darts, one in each of the front panels. The darts will be carefully tapered
off and finished 4 %2” long from waistband seam.

8. Crotch Lining
There will be stitched on the foreparts and back parts at the crotch, a folded
triangular crotch lining piece of double thickness lining material (see Trimmings —
Curtain & Lining Material).

9. Belt Loops
There will be a minimum of seven dropped belt loops 1" in width of double

thickness. See Schedule O Belt Loop diagram.

a.
b.

Each loop must have a non-woven interlining for added durability.

All loops must be dropped belt loops that are tacked to the outside of the
trouser.

The top of the belt loops (except back center) will be sewn into the
waistband curtain seam with a Rocap machine using a zigzag stitch.

The bottom of all belt loops will be tacked to the trouser and the top of the
center back belt loop will be tacked to the outside of the waistband to
allow for easier waist alteration.

There will be a 2 3/4” belt loop opening for all belt loops.

10. Waistband, Freedom-Flex Waistband System
Trouser will be made with a special Freedom-Flex Waistband System that will
allow the wearer waist expansion of 2 1/2" to 3". See Schedule P Waistband
Diagram.
a. The waistband will measure a minimum of 1-7/8" wide when finished. The

flexible expansion split portion of the waistband will be to the front of the
trouser side seam and there will be a ¥%-inch wide side belt loop
positioned to ‘hide” the expansion split of the waistband.

The waistband curtain will consist of two different styles for maximum
waistband expansion to enhance wearer comfort, fit, and appearance.

The front of the trouser (to the expansion split) waistband curtain style
will consist of a 2-inch wide elastic section that incorporates Tru-Grip,
a ¥2" surface area composed of thin 55 gauge rubber for maximum
comfort and performance. The Tru-Grip acts to help keep shirts
tucked in securely. (Use of a single silicone strip or strips instead of
4" wide rubberized surface area will be cause for rejection.)

The back half of the trouser waistband curtain will finish a minimum 2-
1/8” wide and is to be made of black pocketing material and will be
attached to the top of the trouser with a zigzag stitch. The waistband
curtain must also contain Tru-Grip and will line up with the Tru-Grip on
the front of the expansion split. (Substitution of a silicone strip or
strips in place of Tru-Grip will not be acceptable and will be cause for
rejection.)
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c. The waistband curtain is composed of a wet laid nhon-woven canvas
weighing 3.3 oz. per square yard. The canvas is covered in the same
color and material as the pocketing. The %" rubberized surface area is
positioned 1-%" up from the bottom of the curtain.

The specifications for the rubberized Tru-Grip curtain are as follows:

Width: 1-1/8-inch
Warp: 300 Denier Texturized Polyester

Filling: 300 Denier Texturized Polyester
Rubber: 55 Gauge
Count: 32-36 yarns per inch

Contents: 59% Polyester/41% Rubber

d. To complete the Freedom-Flex Waistband System, there will be a 1-1/4"
wide elastic component sewn into the back half of the waistband curtain
to allow for the stretch and recovery of the waistband to comfortably fit
the wearer’s waist size. There will be a bartack for strength and
durability sewn at the stress point on the waistband where it joins the
front elasticized waistband curtain joining stitching (positioned, on the
waistband above the front pocket.)

e. The waistband closure will be accomplished with one crush proof hook
and eye centered on the waistband for wearer comfort. The hook and
eye will be reinforced with a 7/8" non-woven tape that is anchored with
topstitching through and through to the top of the waistband (bartacks in
place of topstitching will be cause for rejection).

f. In addition to the stitching of the waistband when it is set onto the trouser,
the waistband must also be topstitched below the waistband seam of the
trouser to be finished to allow for alterations (with ample fabric and curtain
material to allow trouser size to be increased at least one size).

g. The outlet in the seat is to be proportional to the waist outlet so the seat
may also be let out. Seat seam must be sewn with a tandem needle
machine (double-needle stitch) for maximum stretch.

11. Trouser Fly
a. Trouser shall have a brass metal zipper with memory lock brass slider
secured by metal stopper at base.

b. There shall be a French Fly tab closure on the inside of the right fly. The
tab shall be double ply made of the basic trouser fabric (tabs made of
pocketing material or a "grown on" French Fly will be cause for rejection).

c. The right fly shall be lined with the same fabric and color as the
pocketing. The fly lining shall be sewn to the left fly continuing below the
zipper into the crotch area in a neat and durable manner.

d. A button shall be located on the left fly corresponding with the French Fly
tab to provide a clean and comfortable closure.

e. Topstitching of fly to be installed with automatic “J” stitch equipment
eliminating puckering and providing a clean finish.
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f. There shall be a firm straight bartack at the bottom of the fly going
through the zipper tape for maximum strength. Bartack shall line up with
starting point of “J” stitch. See Schedule Q “J” Stitch Fly diagram

12. Side Stripe
Trousers willl have 1 1/2” stripe on side seam to bottom of waistband. See
Schedule S Trouser Stripe Diagram.

13. Seat
Seat must be sewn with a Tandem Needle Machine (double-needle stitch) for
maximum durability.

14. Crease
The leg creases, front only will have a silicone bead put in by using the Lintrak
process.

15. Stitching, Pressing and Finishing
a. Trouser must be stitched with matching thread.

b. Trouser must be neatly pressed on Hothead Presses and properly
shaped.

c. Outseams and inseams are edge serged on automatic equipment for
uniformity of quality and shall be pressed open for a smooth pucker-free
finish with repeated cleaning and pressing. See Schedule R Seam
diagram.

d. Trouser must be cleaned and finished to eliminate loose threads.

16. Buttons
Buttons are to be securely machine sewn having approximately 16 stitches per
button, with the ends of the thread tacked off.

17. Bartacking
Bartacks to be made to present good finished appearance. All bartacks will be
formed with A.H. Rice Company shade #1554 cadet gray Dacron thread, size A.
a. All pockets will be bartacked at the ends of openings.

b. The fly will be bartacked at the base of the fly at the junction of the crotch
seam and fly.

18. Perma-Press
All trousers will have LinTrak® permanent crease in front. LinTrak® will be in the
crease on the front seam of the trousers. No LinTrak® will be applied to the back
seam of the trousers.

19. Measurements
Trousers are to be made in Michigan State Police stock sizes and in “made-to-
measure” sizes, as supplied by the Michigan State Police.

20. Labels
Trouser will have:
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a. A permanent label providing care instructions and small woven label

b.

indicating waist size.

A removable paper ticket showing the size, fabric content, cut number,
and WPL or RN number must be on the outside of the waistband. Ticket
to be matchbook style installed with plastic staples for easy removal
without damaging trouser material and showing size when trousers are
stacked.

21. Workmanship and General Appearance
All finished garments are to be neatly pressed. There are to be no wrinkles or
unsightly gathers, etc. All thread ends will be removed.

22. Country of Origin
All Trousers will be union made in the U.S.A.

23. Samples

a.

Pre-Production Samples: Upon contract being executed, the Contractor
must supply ten pre-production samples, for both Summer and Winter
Trousers, within 30 days. Sizes will be determined by the MSP. It is
mandatory that the material and color be as specified in this document.

Production Samples: Upon arrival to the MSP, a random sampling of
trousers will be made to ensure adherence to MSP specifications. Should
this random sampling discover manufacturing is not to MSP
specifications, all trousers in that shipment may be returned to the
manufacturer for correction or replacement at the manufacturer’s
expense. Release of payment for each order will not be made until the
shipment has been approved by the Field Services Bureau.

Master Pattern: The MSP will maintain one set of trousers of various
sizes from the first approved shipment. This will be considered the master
pattern and be used as part of the approval process. Variance from this
master pattern can result in the order being refused. Pattern changes will
not be made without departmental approval.

24. Tailoring/Fitting
No tailoring or fitting will be required. This will be provided under a separate
contract.

25. Sizes

Trousers are to be made in Michigan State Police stock sizes and in “made-to-
measure” sizes.

b. Lining: Shall be a best quality black sateen.
c. Body Band: Best quality genuine cane, closely woven, black shellacked, 2 V4" wide.

d. Visor: The top layer of the visor is to be Poromeric Material Clarino, high gloss, black
finish (as manufactured for and used by the U.S. Marine Corps), to be permanently
bonded to genuine Recon Leather, measuring 6 to 7 oz in weight and to have a pearl
grey silver finish on the underside. The visor shall be sewn 1/8” from the leading edge
with top thread of Nylon S=CSB46 and bottom of mercerized cotton 0 weight thread.

e. Strap: Black color, best quality, patent finished cowhide leather, 2" wide, with high-
gloss finish to match visor.

f. Sweat Band: To be calf rohn leather, 1 ¥4” wide, perforated.

4. Measurements and Sizing

The height of the cap at the front shall measure 4” from visor seem to the top of the cap.

Crown is to be sized to measure. Pattern for the sizing shall be based on 7 1/8” cap as
follows:

11 4" across the top, front to back
10 34” across the top from side to side

Other sizes are to be scaled 1/8” larger or smaller, in proportion to the cap size.

5. Construction

a.

Crown: To be cut in one piece from the basic material. The crown is to be lined with the
black sateen lining.

Quarters: To be cut in for sections, sewn together with plain seams, double stitched.
The quarter, when sewn together, are to form a surface approximately 1 7/8” wide. The
quarters are to be sewn to the crown with a “crown welt”. There is to be a #2 rust proof,
galvanized, spring steel wire sewn into the crown welt, covered with a strip of Cadet
Grey Elastique Piping material. A second #2 rust proof, galvanized, spring steel wire is
to be laced in the cap crown, but not sewn in.

Body Band: To be stiffened with a strip of the best quality genuine cane, closely woven,
black and shellacked, 2 ¥2” wide. The cane is to be bound at the top and bottom with top
quality black silver grain leatherette. This is then covered with a Blue Grey Rayon
Ventilated braid. The quarters are attached to the body band with a single row of
stitching. The rayon ventilating braid to the outer side. The raw edge of the quarter
lining turned under and stitched on to of the upper edge of the body band. The lower
edge of the body band is bound with a piece of black leatherette, approximately 1” wide,
and turned to '2” on each side. This is then bound with a piece of basic material,
approximately 1 2" wide to form the lower edge of the cap. The material is sewn
together with a double stitching with the seam centered at the center back of the cap.
The lower edge of the rayon ventilating braid is placed over the outer raw edge, sewn
though all parts of the lower body band, exposing basic material, neatly and evenly,
approximately %2” wide around the lower edge of the cap.

Quarter Eyelets: There shall be four black enameled, ventilating eyelets, placed as
follows:
One eyelet on each side of the right and left side quarter seams. Eyelets are to
be centered on the width of the quarter, and to be 1: from the seam to the center
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of the eyelet. Eyelets re to be in alignment. Eyelets are to be completely
crimped and smooth on the inside of the cap.

e. Front Stay:
The Front Stay shall be made 4 '2” wide at the top, tapered to 3 %" wide at the bottom,
and 1 2" in height and formed with a piece of extra quality horse hair cloth, with the hairs
running in the vertical direction) of the same dimensions. A double whalebone wire stay
sall be wrapped with a piece of webbing, approximately 2 74” x 3 1/3” long, which is then
enclosed in a piece of leatherette material. The leatherette is to be turned over each
end of the commercial stay so as to completely enclose the whalebone wire stays, which
is then stitched top, bottom, and both sides to the back of the hair cloth in a centered
and upright position. This is then covered, front and back, with a black leatherette
material and stitched together on all sides, forming the completed front stay which is 4
2" wide at the top, 3 2" wide at the bottom and 3 '2” in height. The stay is mounted in
the center of the front of the cap, by placing it between the ventilating braid and the body
band frame, or by fastening the lower edge of the stay on the inside edge of the body
band. The top of the stay is sewn into the crown welt seam. The bottom is fastened by
an enameled, black, metal rivet placed through the ventilating braid, through the center
of the stay, and through the cane body band. The rivet head is to be placed just high
enough on the ventilating braid so as to be completely covered by the chin strap. The
rivet prongs are to be completely forced open and flattened out. This is to make the stay
and body band frame stationary. One black enameled eyelet, for the cap ornament, is
placed 2" above the body band seam, at the center front. Eyelet is to extend through
the quarter and the center of the front stay. Eyelet is to be completely crimped and
smooth on the inside of the cap.

f. Strap: Is to be 2" wide, of the best quality patent finished black cowhide leather, made
in two parts, and of sliding construction. See Schedule Z for exact sizing. Strap is to be
punched at each end V42" from the end of the strap, with a ¥4” diameter hole which will be
used to attach the strap to the cap with metal buttons. Hole is to be centered vertically
on the width of the strap.

g. Sweat Band: Is to be brown calf rohn leather, 1 74" wide and perforated for ventilation.
It is to be sewn by hand to the inside lower edge of the body band. The leather ends are
to be lapped at the center back body band seam. The Sweat band is to be felled with not
less than 8 stitches per inch. A nylon slipstitch thread, size #C is to be used for this
felling. The sweatband is to be placed for the best wearing comfort and is not to be
visible when worn.

h. Crown Sweat Shield: The crown piece is to have a diamond shaped cellulose sweat
shield sewn into the visible side of the sateen crown lining. The dimensions of this
sweat shield are to be determined by the size of the cap. Sewing is to be as per
Schedule Z diagram and shall be sewn only to the crown lining. The manufacturer’s
label may be placed under this sweat shield.
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i. Visor Board and Visor: The visor shall be sewn to a black texon board 34" x 10”
covered with black broadcloth material. The visor board and visor shall be sewn to the
inside frame.

j. Buttons and Strap Placement: The strap is to be mounted so that the lower edge of
the strap just covers the lower body band stitching at the ventilating braid. The strap
shall be attached at each end with a button. The buttons shall be mounted so that the
State of Michigan Coat of Arms is in an upright position and centered as indicated,
directly below each of the side quarter seams. The button prongs re placed though the
hole punched in the strap, through the ventilating rayon braid and through the cane body
band; the prongs are then pressed apart, one prong in each direction, horizontally.
Prongs are to be firmly spread so that the strap and buttons are held closely to the outer
body band, and so that the prongs to don interfere with the wearing comfort of the cap.

STANDARD CONTRACT TERMS

This STANDARD CONTRACT (“Contract”) is agreed to between the State of Michigan (the “State”) and Lansing
Uniform Company, Inc. (“Contractor”), a Michigan corporation. This Contract is effective on August 4, 2017
(“Effective Date”), and unless terminated, expires on July 31, 2022.

This Contract may be renewed for up to five (5) additional one (1) year periods. Renewal is at the sole discretion
of the State and will automatically extend the Term of this Contract. The State will document its exercise of
renewal options via Contract Change Notice.

The parties agree as follows:

Duties of Contractor. Contractor must perform the services and provide the deliverables described in
Schedule A — Statement of Work (the “Contract Activities”). An obligation to provide delivery of any
commodity is considered a service and is a Contract Activity.

Contractor must furnish all labor, equipment, materials, and supplies necessary for the performance of the
Contract Activities, and meet operational standards, unless otherwise specified in Schedule A.

Contractor must: (a) perform the Contract Activities in a timely, professional, safe, and workmanlike manner
consistent with standards in the trade, profession, or industry; (b) meet or exceed the performance and
operational standards, and specifications of the Contract; (c) provide all Contract Activities in good quality,
with no material defects; (d) not interfere with the State’s operations; (e) obtain and maintain all necessary
licenses, permits or other authorizations necessary for the performance of the Contract; (f) cooperate with
the State, including the State’s quality assurance personnel, and any third party to achieve the objectives of
the Contract; (g) return to the State any State-furnished equipment or other resources in the same condition
as when provided when no longer required for the Contract; (h) not make any media releases without prior
written authorization from the State; (i) assign to the State any claims resulting from state or federal antitrust
violations to the extent that those violations concern materials or services supplied by third parties toward
fulfillment of the Contract; (j) comply with all State physical and IT security policies and standards which will
be made available upon request; and (k) provide the State priority in performance of the Contract except as
mandated by federal disaster response requirements. Any breach under this paragraph is considered a
material breach.

Contractor must also be clearly identifiable while on State property by wearing identification issued by the
State, and clearly identify themselves whenever making contact with the State.

Notices. All notices and other communications required or permitted under this Contract must be in writing
and will be considered given and received: (a) when verified by written receipt if sent by courier; (b) when
actually received if sent by mail without verification of receipt; or (c) when verified by automated receipt or
electronic logs if sent by facsimile, email or other electronic means.

Contractor must: (a) provide insurance certificates to the Contract Administrator, containing the agreement
or purchase order number, at Contract formation and within 20 calendar days of the expiration date of the
applicable policies; (b) require that subcontractors maintain the required insurances contained in this Section;

(c) notify the Contract Administrator within 5 business days if any insurance is cancelled; and (d) waive all
rights against the State for damages covered by insurance. Failure to maintain the required insurance does
not limit this waiver.

This Section is not intended to and is not be construed in any manner as waiving, restricting or limiting the
liability of either party for any obligations under this Contract (including any provisions hereof requiring
Contractor to indemnify, defend and hold harmless the State).

Administrative Fee and Reporting. Contractor must pay an administrative fee of 1% on all payments made
to Contractor under the Contract including transactions with the State (including its departments, divisions,
agencies, offices, and commissions), MIDEAL members, and other states (including governmental
subdivisions and authorized entities). Administrative fee payments must be made by check payable to the
State of Michigan and mailed to:

Contractor must submit an itemized purchasing activity report, which includes at a minimum, the name of the
purchasing entity and the total dollar volume in sales. Reports should be mailed to DTMB-Procurement.

The administrative fee and purchasing activity report are due within 30 calendar days from the last day of
each calendar quarter.

Extended Purchasing Program. Only the Footwear portion of this contract is extended to MiDEAL
members. MIDEAL members include local units of government, school districts, universities, community
colleges, and nonprofit hospitals. A current list of MIDEAL members is available at
www.michigan.gov/mideal. Upon written agreement between the State and Contractor, this contract may
also be extended to: (a) State of Michigan employees and (b) other states (including governmental
subdivisions and authorized entities).

If extended, Contractor must supply all Contract Activities at the established Contract prices and terms. The
State reserves the right to impose an administrative fee and negotiate additional discounts based on any
increased volume generated by such extensions.

Contractor must submit invoices to, and receive payment from, extended purchasing program members on
a direct and individual basis.

Independent Contractor. Contractor is an independent contractor and assumes all rights, obligations and
liabilities set forth in this Contract. Contractor, its employees, and agents will not be considered employees
of the State. No partnership or joint venture relationship is created by virtue of this Contract. Contractor,
and not the State, is responsible for the payment of wages, benefits and taxes of Contractor’'s employees
and any subcontractors. Prior performance does not modify Contractor's status as an independent
contractor.

Subcontracting. Contractor may not delegate any of its obligations under the Contract without the prior
written approval of the State. Contractor must notify the State at least 90 calendar days before the proposed
delegation, and provide the State any information it requests to determine whether the delegation is in its
best interest. If approved, Contractor must: (a) be the sole point of contact regarding all contractual matters,
including payment and charges for all Contract Activities; (b) make all payments to the subcontractor; and
(c) incorporate the terms and conditions contained in this Contract in any subcontract with a subcontractor.
Contractor remains responsible for the completion of the Contract Activities, compliance with the terms of

this Contract, and the acts and omissions of the subcontractor. The State, in its sole discretion, may require
the replacement of any subcontractor.

Staffing. The State’s Contract Administrator may require Contractor to remove or reassign personnel by
providing a notice to Contractor.

Background Checks. Upon request, Contractor must perform background checks on all employees and
subcontractors and its employees prior to their assignment. The scope is at the discretion of the State and
documentation must be provided as requested. Contractor is responsible for all costs associated with the
requested background checks. The State, in its sole discretion, may also perform background checks.

Assignment. Contractor may not assign this Contract to any other party without the prior approval of the
State. Upon notice to Contractor, the State, in its sole discretion, may assign in whole or in part, its rights or
responsibilities under this Contract to any other party. If the State determines that a novation of the Contract
to a third party is necessary, Contractor will agree to the novation and provide all necessary documentation
and signatures.

Change of Control. Contractor will notify, at least 90 calendar days before the effective date, the State of a
change in Contractor’s organizational structure or ownership. For purposes of this Contract, a change in
control means any of the following: (a) a sale of more than 50% of Contractor's stock; (b) a sale of
substantially all of Contractor’'s assets; (c) a change in a majority of Contractor's board members; (d)
consummation of a merger or consolidation of Contractor with any other entity; (e) a change in ownership
through a transaction or series of transactions; (f) or the board (or the stockholders) approves a plan of
complete liquidation. A change of control does not include any consolidation or merger effected exclusively
to change the domicile of Contractor, or any transaction or series of transactions principally for bona fide
equity financing purposes.

In the event of a change of control, Contractor must require the successor to assume this Contract and all of
its obligations under this Contract.

Ordering. Contractor is not authorized to begin performance until receipt of authorization as identified in
Schedule A.

Acceptance. Contract Activities are subject to inspection and testing by the State within 30 calendar days
of the State’s receipt of them (“State Review Period”), unless otherwise provided in Schedule A. If the
Contract Activities are not fully accepted by the State, the State will notify Contractor by the end of the State
Review Period that either: (a) the Contract Activities are accepted, but noted deficiencies must be corrected,;
or (b) the Contract Activities are rejected. If the State finds material deficiencies, it may: (i) reject the Contract
Activities without performing any further inspections; (ii) demand performance at no additional cost; or (iii)
terminate this Contract in accordance with Section 23, Termination for Cause.

Within 10 business days from the date of Contractor’s receipt of notification of acceptance with deficiencies
or rejection of any Contract Activities, Contractor must cure, at no additional cost, the deficiency and deliver
unequivocally acceptable Contract Activities to the State. If acceptance with deficiencies or rejection of the
Contract Activities impacts the content or delivery of other non-completed Contract Activities, the parties’
respective Program Managers must determine an agreed to number of days for re-submission that minimizes
the overall impact to the Contract. However, nothing herein affects, alters, or relieves Contractor of its
obligations to correct deficiencies in accordance with the time response standards set forth in this Contract.

If Contractor is unable or refuses to correct the deficiency within the time response standards set forth in this
Contract, the State may cancel the order in whole or in part. The State, or a third party identified by the
State, may perform the Contract Activities and recover the difference between the cost to cure and the
Contract price plus an additional 10% administrative fee.

Delivery. Contractor must deliver all Contract Activities F.O.B. destination, within the State premises with
transportation and handling charges paid by Contractor, unless otherwise specified in Schedule A. All
containers and packaging becomes the State’s exclusive property upon acceptance.

Risk of Loss and Title. Until final acceptance, title and risk of loss or damage to Contract Activities remains
with Contractor. Contractor is responsible for filing, processing, and collecting all damage claims. The State
will record and report to Contractor any evidence of visible damage. If the State rejects the Contract
Activities, Contractor must remove them from the premises within 10 calendar days after notification of
rejection. The risk of loss of rejected or non-conforming Contract Activities remains with Contractor.
Rejected Contract Activities not removed by Contractor within 10 calendar days will be deemed abandoned
by Contractor, and the State will have the right to dispose of it as its own property. Contractor must reimburse
the State for costs and expenses incurred in storing or effecting removal or disposition of rejected Contract
Activities.

Warranty Period. The warranty period, if applicable, for Contract Activities is a fixed period commencing
on the date specified in Schedule A. If the Contract Activities do not function as warranted during the warranty
period the State may return such non-conforming Contract Activities to the Contractor for a full refund.

Terms of Payment. Invoices must conform to the requirements communicated from time-to-time by the
State. All undisputed amounts are payable within 45 days of the State’s receipt. Contractor may only charge
for Contract Activities performed as specified in Schedule A. Invoices must include an itemized statement
of all charges. The State is exempt from State sales tax for direct purchases and may be exempt from federal
excise tax, if Services purchased under this Agreement are for the State’s exclusive use. Notwithstanding
the foregoing, all prices are inclusive of taxes, and Contractor is responsible for all sales, use and excise
taxes, and any other similar taxes, duties and charges of any kind imposed by any federal, state, or local
governmental entity on any amounts payable by the State under this Contract.

The State has the right to withhold payment of any disputed amounts until the parties agree as to the validity
of the disputed amount. The State will notify Contractor of any dispute within a reasonable time. Payment
by the State will not constitute a waiver of any rights as to Contractor’'s continuing obligations, including
claims for deficiencies or substandard Contract Activities. Contractor’s acceptance of final payment by the
State constitutes a waiver of all claims by Contractor against the State for payment under this Contract, other
than those claims previously filed in writing on a timely basis and still disputed.

The State will only disburse payments under this Contract through Electronic Funds Transfer (EFT).
Contractor must register with the State at http://www.michigan.gov/cpexpress to receive electronic fund
transfer payments. If Contractor does not register, the State is not liable for failure to provide payment.
Without prejudice to any other right or remedy it may have, the State reserves the right to set off at any time
any amount then due and owing to it by Contractor against any amount payable by the State to Contractor
under this Contract.

Liquidated Damages. Liquidated damages, if applicable, will be assessed as described in Schedule A.

Stop Work Order. The State may suspend any or all activities under the Contract at any time. The State
will provide Contractor a written stop work order detailing the suspension. Contractor must comply with the
stop work order upon receipt. Within 90 calendar days, or any longer period agreed to by Contractor, the
State will either: (a) issue a notice authorizing Contractor to resume work, or (b) terminate the Contract or
purchase order. The State will not pay for Contract Activities, Contractor’s lost profits, or any additional
compensation during a stop work period.

Termination for Cause. The State may terminate this Contract for cause, in whole or in part, if Contractor,
as determined by the State: (a) endangers the value, integrity, or security of any location, data, or personnel,
(b) becomes insolvent, petitions for bankruptcy court proceedings, or has an involuntary bankruptcy
proceeding filed against it by any creditor; (¢) engages in any conduct that may expose the State to liability;

(d) breaches any of its material duties or obligations; or (e) fails to cure a breach within the time stated in a
notice of breach. Any reference to specific breaches being material breaches within this Contract will not be
construed to mean that other breaches are not material.

If the State terminates this Contract under this Section, the State will issue a termination notice specifying
whether Contractor must: (a) cease performance immediately, or (b) continue to perform for a specified
period. If it is later determined that Contractor was not in breach of the Contract, the termination will be
deemed to have been a Termination for Convenience, effective as of the same date, and the rights and
obligations of the parties will be limited to those provided in Section 24, Termination for Convenience.

The State will only pay for amounts due to Contractor for Contract Activities accepted by the State on or
before the date of termination, subject to the State’s right to set off any amounts owed by the Contractor for
the State’s reasonable costs in terminating this Contract. The Contractor must pay all reasonable costs
incurred by the State in terminating this Contract for cause, including administrative costs, attorneys’ fees,
court costs, transition costs, and any costs the State incurs to procure the Contract Activities from other
sources.

Termination for Convenience. The State may immediately terminate this Contract in whole or in part
without penalty and for any reason, including but not limited to, appropriation or budget shortfalls. The
termination notice will specify whether Contractor must: (a) cease performance of the Contract Activities
immediately, or (b) continue to perform the Contract Activities in accordance with Section 25, Transition
Responsibilities. If the State terminates this Contract for convenience, the State will pay all reasonable costs,
as determined by the State, for State approved Transition Responsibilities.

Transition Responsibilities. Upon termination or expiration of this Contract for any reason, Contractor
must, for a period of time specified by the State (not to exceed 120 calendar days), provide all reasonable
transition assistance requested by the State, to allow for the expired or terminated portion of the Contract
Activities to continue without interruption or adverse effect, and to facilitate the orderly transfer of such
Contract Activities to the State or its designees. Such transition assistance may include, but is not limited to:
(a) continuing to perform the Contract Activities at the established Contract rates; (b) taking all reasonable
and necessary measures to transition performance of the work, including all applicable Contract Activities,
training, equipment, software, leases, reports and other documentation, to the State or the State’s designee;
(c) taking all necessary and appropriate steps, or such other action as the State may direct, to preserve,
maintain, protect, or return to the State all materials, data, property, and confidential information provided
directly or indirectly to Contractor by any entity, agent, vendor, or employee of the State; (d) transferring title
in and delivering to the State, at the State’s discretion, all completed or partially completed deliverables
prepared under this Contract as of the Contract termination date; and (e) preparing an accurate accounting
from which the State and Contractor may reconcile all outstanding accounts (collectively, “Transition
Responsibilities”). This Contract will automatically be extended through the end of the transition period.

General Indemnification. Contractor must defend, indemnify and hold the State, its departments, divisions,
agencies, offices, commissions, officers, and employees harmless, without limitation, from and against any
and all actions, claims, losses, liabilities, damages, costs, attorney fees, and expenses (including those
required to establish the right to indemnification), arising out of or relating to: (a) any breach by Contractor
(or any of Contractor's employees, agents, subcontractors, or by anyone else for whose acts any of them
may be liable) of any of the promises, agreements, representations, warranties, or insurance requirements
contained in this Contract; (b) any infringement, misappropriation, or other violation of any intellectual
property right or other right of any third party; (c) any bodily injury, death, or damage to real or tangible
personal property occurring wholly or in part due to action or inaction by Contractor (or any of Contractor’s
employees, agents, subcontractors, or by anyone else for whose acts any of them may be liable); and (d)
any acts or omissions of Contractor (or any of Contractor's employees, agents, subcontractors, or by anyone
else for whose acts any of them may be liable).

The State will notify Contractor in writing if indemnification is sought; however, failure to do so will not relieve
Contractor, except to the extent that Contractor is materially prejudiced. Contractor must, to the satisfaction
of the State, demonstrate its financial ability to carry out these obligations.

The State is entitled to: (i) regular updates on proceeding status; (ii) participate in the defense of the
proceeding; (iii) employ its own counsel; and to (iv) retain control of the defense if the State deems necessatry.
Contractor will not, without the State’s written consent (not to be unreasonably withheld), settle, compromise,
or consent to the entry of any judgment in or otherwise seek to terminate any claim, action, or proceeding.
To the extent that any State employee, official, or law may be involved or challenged, the State may, at its
own expense, control the defense of that portion of the claim.

Any litigation activity on behalf of the State, or any of its subdivisions under this Section, must be coordinated
with the Department of Attorney General. An attorney designated to represent the State may not do so until
approved by the Michigan Attorney General and appointed as a Special Assistant Attorney General.

Infringement Remedies. |If, in either party’s opinion, any piece of equipment, software, commodity, or
service supplied by Contractor or its subcontractors, or its operation, use or reproduction, is likely to become
the subject of a copyright, patent, trademark, or trade secret infringement claim, Contractor must, at its

BACKGROUND

The Department of Natural Resources (DNR) and the Michigan State Police (MSP) both outfit law enforcement
personnel. Each agency has rigorous review committees which have determined how their law enforcement
personnel will be uniformed.

SCOPE
This contract will be used for the outfitting of approximately 700 DNR Conservations Officers and Rangers as
well as, their recruits, and for the outfitting of approximately 2000 State of Michigan Police Enlisted.

REQUIREMENTS

The Contractor will be required to provide uniform components which meet the specifications put forth in the
product specifications and as identified on the Schedule B- Pricing Sheet. The Contractor will be required to
meet the stocking and delivery requirements as specified herein.

1. General Requirements
A. The Contractor shall provide all uniform items and contract activities as described in Schedule A,
Statement of Work and Schedule B, Pricing Matrix.

B. The State reserves the right to add, remove or replace items, and the agencies served, during the
contract term in order to meet the State of Michigan’s future needs.

1.1. Product Specifications- Michigan State Police Officer Uniforms (MSP)
A. MSP LONG AND SHORT SLEEVE UNIFORM SHIRTS, DARK BLUE AND LIGHT BLUE
Shirts shall be manufactured by Fechheimer Brothers based on the specifications listed herein. Bids on
alternate brand or manufacturer lines will not be considered.

1. Basic Material
a. Dark Blue: Material shall be 45% Wool and 55% Dacron; 2 ply per linear yard; 8 ¥2
ounce. Material shall be pre-shrunk. Approved fabric Burlington Industries Inc. (Raeford)
#571-604.

b. Light Blue: Material shall be 45% Wool and 55% Dacron; 2 ply per linear yard; 11 — 11.5
ounce. Material shall be preshrunk. Approved fabric Burlington Industries Inc. (Raeford)
#573-33446.

2. Trimmings
a. Interlining Materials: For shirt plait, collar stand, shoulder straps, pocket flaps and cuffs to
be first quality Sanforized material of 5.00 weight. To be the same color as shirt material.
i.  Collar Interlining: A first quality Sanforized interlining material of 2.85 weight to be
the same color as shirt material.

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3. Style

ii. Inside Collar Lining, for Band: To be rayon twill to match color of basic shirt
material. ALL MATERIALS ARE TO BE PRESHRUNK.

Buttons: 20-line melamine button, four holes, and blue color to match material. Buttons
are not to be affected by cleaning solutions.

Thread: Size “70” polyester covered polyester thread to match color of the shirt material.
All threads used are to match the color of the shirt material except that used on the
shoulder insignia. All threads are to be the best quality and dyes used are to be colorfast.

Button & Buttonhole Thread: Size #50 finecor polyester covered polyester thread to
match color of shirt material and buttons. All threads are to be the best quality and dyes
used are to be colorfast.

Shoulder Insignia Thread: Size “70” polyester covered polyester thread, yellow color.

Shoulder Insignia: To be furnished by Michigan State Police. See 1.1.A.14. below for
more information.

Collar Stays: To be of good grade commercial quality poly vinyl chloride, color white,
0.025 mil thick, approximately 2 %2" inches in length and approximately 5/16” inches wide.

Hook & Loop Fasteners: Hook & Loop fasteners to be Velcro.

Military style, semi-form fitting. To be made in Michigan State Police stock sizes and offered in,
medium and large body styling. Patterns shall also accommodate “made-to-measure” garments
from measurements furnished by the Michigan State Police.

4. Measurement Tolerances
There shall be no tolerances allowed on the button placement, buttonholes or on Velcro. A
tolerance of +/- 1/8” is allowed on the collar and collar stand. A tolerance of +/- ¥4" is allowed on
all other measurements.

5. Shirt Fronts

a.

Front plait shall be 1 %2” inches wide and shall run from neck to bottom of shirt. Plait shall
be on the left front on men’s shirts and on the right front of women'’s shirts. Shall be
interlined or reinforced with a strip of interlining material (see trimmings) of the same
color as the shirt.

Plait to be stitched ¥4” inch from each edge, full length of plait. Six buttonholes shall be
made vertically in the center of the plait and shall be spaced 3 %" inches apart from
center to center except the distance to the stand buttonhole shall be 3 %2’ inches. Stand
buttonhole shall be horizontal.

On the opposite side of the shirtfront, finished material to be turned under 1” inch and
sewn with a single stitching 1/16” inch from edge of facing, from stand to bottom of the
shirt with raw edge turned under.

Buttons to be set on the right front panel of men’s shirts and left front panel of women’s
shirts; %" inches in from the edge and properly aligned with buttonholes on the opposite
side.

6. Pockets

Men’s: There shall be two patch pockets to finish 5 %2” in width, 5 %2” in depth with a 1 %"
inch box pleat centered on the pocket.

Women'’s: There shall be two patch pockets to finish 4 %4” in width, 5 %2” in depth with a 1
Y4" inch box pleat centered on the pocket.

Box pleats shall be stitched top and bottom and full length of the pleat to prevent
spreading.

There shall be a pencil division in the left pocket with an opening through the left flap, 1-
14" inches wide on men’s shirts and 1 ¥4” inches wide on women's shirts.

Buttons shall be centered on the pocket pleat and aligned with pocket flap buttonhole.
Top of pocket shall be serged, turned under and single stitched across top of pocket.
Stitch pocket to shirtfront with a single row of stitching 1/32” inch from edge. Pocket
edge shall be in line with shirt front edge. Placement of pockets shall be for best
appearance in relation to size.

Each pocket shall have Velcro hook fasteners 32" long by 2" wide positioned on both
edges of pocket to correspond with outer rectangular flap points as specified. Velcro to
be stitched on all sides and to be sewn through pocket and shirtfront for added
reinforcement.

7. Pocket Flap

Men’s: Rectangular pocket flap shall measure 5 %" inches wide at the top and flare to 5
7/8” inches wide across the bottom and 2 ¥2” deep.

Women’s: Rectangular pocket flap shall measure 5” inches wide at the top and flare to 5
1/8” inches wide across the bottom and 2 %4 deep.

Flaps shall be formed of two plies of shirt material and interlined (see trimmings for
material). Top ply, bottom ply and interlining are first stitched together then turned and
topstitched %" inch off the edge.

Top edge of the flaps shall have two rows of stitching 1/16” inch and ¥4” inch from edge.

Attach cuff to sleeve with two rows of stitching across top of cuff, first stitch to be 1/32”
inch from top of cuff and the second stitch 3/8” inches from first. The second stitch shall
not show through the facing. Stitching shall be uniform over entire cuff.

Cuff shall have one horizontal buttonhole centered on the cuff approximately ¥2” inch
from edge of cuff.

The patches shall be centered for best appearance.

Shirts shall have a stayed collar. Collar shall be formed of two plies of shirt material and shall be
interlined (see trimmings for linings). Under ply of collar shall have stay pockets formed and
shall be attached to the upper ply of the collar material and shall be seamed and turned. Collar
shall be single stitched %" inch from the edge.

Men'’s collar points shall finish 3" inches in length.

a. Men'’s shirts: Straps at the armhole seam shall be 2 %4 inches in width and
approximately 6 %2 inches long. Straps shall be cross-stitched approximately 2 ¥4”
inches.

Buttonholes shall be 9/16” inches long, clean cut, well made and correctly positioned. The
stitching shall be securely caught in the fabric with the purling on the outside.

Finish the bottom hem by turning the fabric and single stitch ¥4’ inch from the edge. All raw
edges shall be turned under when stitched.

a. Collar measurement taken from the center of the collar button to the front end of the
buttonhole with the collar in the flat position.

b. Sleeve length measurement shall be taken from the center back at the stand yoke seam
diagonally across the back to the lower edge of the back yoke and down the sleeve to
the bottom edge of the cuff.

c. One half-chest measurement is taken from the folded edge to the folded edge at the
base of the armhole with the shirt fully buttoned.

d. Waist measurement is taken from the folded edge to the folded edge at the waistline
with the shirt fully buttoned.
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e. Back length measurement is taken at the center back from the stand yoke seam to the
bottom edge of the shirt.

23. Labels
Each shirt to have the following labels:
a. Flying Cross Distinguished Service, Dry Clean Only Label

b. Officer’s Label (sewn directly below the Flying Cross Label). The officer’s label shall
provide space for and include:
i.  Officer's Name
ii. Size
iii. MSP Commodity Number
iv. ~ “MADE IN THE USA”
v.  Manufacturing Date

c. A paper size marker shall be lightly tacked to the front of the garment. The marker shall
include a bar code that is the 12 character UPC code assigned by the Uniform Code
Council (UCC) or be compatible with the MSP inventory system.

24. Workmanship and General Appearance
The finished garment shall conform to the quality of the product established by this specification.
a. Collar, shirt fronts, cuffs, pockets, pocket flaps, plait, plackets, shoulder straps and shirt
in general shall be neatly formed and finished with no unsightly puckers, wrinkles,
gathers, etc.

b. All stains and loose thread ends are to be removed.
c. Finished shirts are to be military pressed and folded

25. Country of Manufacture
All Shirts shall be Union made in the U.S.A.

26. Pre-Production Samples
Prior to receiving the first order, the Contractor must supply pre-production samples to the
Department of the State Police. These samples are to include 8 shirts: Four dark blue men’s
and women'’s, long and short sleeve and four light blue men’s and women'’s, long and short
sleeve. Michigan State Police will determine sizes. It is mandatory that the material and color
are as specified in this document.

27. Tailoring/Fitting
No tailoring or fitting shall be required. This will be provided under a separate contract.

i.  Style: Raeford Style ProBlend® 521

iii.  Shade: Michigan State Police Blue #4818

iv.  Weave: Gabardine 2 ply warp and filling

v.  Weight: 11 — 11.5 oz. per linear yard

vi.  Breaking Strength: 150 pounds in the warp. 80 pounds in the filling.
vii.  Construction: 112 ends per inch. 55 picks per inch.

viii.  Fiber Length: 3 - 3 1/2 inches average minimum (worsted wool)/ 3 inches
average minimum (polyester)

b. Winter Trouser Material
i Fiber Content: 100% Worsted Wool

ii. Style: Raeford Style Naturelle® 13507
iii.  Shade: Michigan State Police Blue #240

2. Trimmings
a. Zipper: Y. K. K. Brass #579 size 04 or Talon, Inc. Style #260, size 05 with brass metal
and flat top locking slider.

b. Waistband: Snugtex® non-skid, Everlastic®, Inc., New York City, or equal by other
producers, ¥ wide.

c. Waistband Interlining: Stretch Ban-Rol® canvas or approved alternate.
Pocketing: 150 Denier, tinsel strength 70 Ib. warp/155 Ib. fill. Dark Blue Polystar® 164.
70% polyester/30% cotton.

e. Fly Interlining: Silesia, gray — 2.9 oz. per square yard count 78 x 64 (+/- 2).

f. Curtain and Lining Material: 70% polyester, 30% cotton, weight 2.9 0z., minimum thread
count 78 x 64, color black.

g. Edge Tape: 3/8” tape, blue-gray color to match trouser material, to be good grade, and
must be preshrunk or stabilized.

h. Side Stripe:

i.  Summer Trousers: Fiber Content- 80% Dacron and 20% wool. Style- Raeford
fabric style 3930-610, P.F. Shade- MSP Blue #4818. Weight- 11 %2 - 12 ounce,
Material is to be cold water shrunk or stabilized.
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ii.  Winter Trousers: Fiber Content - 100% Worsted Wool. Style - Raeford Style
Naturelle® 13507. Shade — Standard Uniform Blue #96. Weight — 19.5 - 20 oz.
per linear yard. Material is to be cold water shrunk or stabilized.

i. Hook and Eye Closing Device: Hookflex Corporation, style #5897-1/2 and 5894-1/2 or
equal.

j-  Thread: Best quality Dacron thread; size A, A. H. Rice Company, shade #1554 cadet
gray or equal. Best quality Dacron thread, size A, color black, for side stripe.

3. Style
Without cuffs, similar to that worn by United States Army officers.

4. Measurement Tolerances
There shall be no measurement tolerances allowed where the specification is stating an exact
measurement. In other areas of the specification, the following measurement tolerances will be

allowed:
Specified Length Tolerance
1/2 inch to 2 inches +/- 1/8 inch
2 inches to 20 inches +/- 1/4 inch
20 inches or more +/- 1/2 inch

5. Manufacturing Requirements
All trousers must be manufactured using an automated computerized cutting system to ensure
consistency of fit and perfection of all components as well as dimensions of finished garments.

6. Pockets
There shall be two % top side pockets, two hip pockets, a gun pocket and one utility pocket. All
pocket edges and facings shall be finished smooth and flat, without distortion.

a. Side Pockets: Styles %2 top opening — 7” finished size opening. Stitch pocket welt %4"
from edge, parallel to the entire edge. Pocketing to be sewn into waistband seam, and to
be 13" deep from waistband seam (finished), 7 ¥2” wide across the finished pocket at the
lower end of pocket opening. Pocket facing shall extend into the pocket not less than 1
14" the entire length of the pocket. The facing shall be double stitched to the pocket. Side
pockets must have edge tape sewn into the pocket welt, to prevent gaping or stretching
of the pocket opening.

b. Gun Pocket: To be made of pocketing material (see Trimmings). Cut as shown in
attached diagram, Gun Pocket Diagram, all edges to be machine serged or turned to
prevent material from raveling. Gun pocket to be set in the left and right front pockets
(See Schedule C, Gun Pocket Diagram).

c. Hip Pockets: Two double welt pockets. Length of opening shall be 5 ¥2". Double welt
shall not be more than ¥4” finished. Button down tab over the left pocket only. Position of
pocket shall be %" to 1” from back edge of side stripe, 3" below and parallel with
waistline seam. Pocketing shall extend and be sewn into waistband. Depth of pocket
from opening shall be 6”. Width of pocketing shall be 7.

d. Hip Pocket Tabs: To be formed with one ply of basic material and to be backed with
pocketing material. Lining and fabric to be sewn together and turned, forming a good
finished appearance; then buttonhole is to be made. Tab to be finished plain. (See
Schedule D, Hip Pocket Tab Diagram).
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e.

Utility Pocket:

i. Men’'s Pocket: One utility pocket on the right back panel to have a 3” opening
and set approximately %" to 1” from the back edge of side stripe; and to be set 3"
below the right hip pocket. The right edge of the utility pocket and the right edge
of the right hip pocket are to be exactly the same distance from the side stripe.
The utility pocket is to be 8” deep, and the width of the pocketing shall be
approximately 4 %" wide. The utility pocket welt is to be constructed the same as
described for hip pockets.

i. Women’'s Pocket: One utility pocket on the right back panel to have a 3" opening
and set 3" below the right hip pocket. The right edge of the utility pocket and the
right edge of the right hip pocket are to be vertically aligned. The utility pocket is
to be 8" deep, and the width of the pocketing shall be approximately 4 %2” wide.
The utility pocket welt is to be constructed the same as described for hip.

All pocketing will be finished by turning in the raw edges and stitching.

7. Darts
a.

Men's Trousers: There are to be two darts, one in each of the back panels; the darts
shall be carefully tapered off. The lower end of the dart shall be securely tacked and
finished at the top edge of the hip pocket opening. Dart is not to extend through the
pocket.

Women'’s Trousers: There are to be four darts, two in each of the back panels; the darts
shall be carefully tapered off. The lower end of the dart shall be securely tacked and
finished at the top edge of the hip pocket opening. Darts are to extend through the
pocket. There are to be two darts, one in each of the front panels. The darts shall be
carefully tapered off and finished 4 ¥2” long from waistband seam.

8. Crotch Lining
There shall be stitched on the foreparts and back parts at the crotch, a folded triangular crotch
lining piece of double thickness lining material (see Trimmings — Curtain & Lining Material).

9. Seams

All side seams, inseams, seat seam, and waist seam are to be pressed open.

a.

Seat seams and inseam are to be chain stitched. Seat seam is to be double chain
stitched. Inseams are to be chain stitched from the crotch to the knee.

The seat seam outlet is to be tapered from the crotch to the waist. There is to be
sufficient material to allow from 1” outlet at the crotch to 3" outlet at the waist.

Outside Seam: One row 1 %2” wide, side stripe material, to be set into the waistband and
extend to the bottom of each leg (see Trimmings).

i.  Side stripe is to have edges turned under and shall have one row of stitching on
each side of stripe, black color thread to be used.
ii.  The side stripe is to cover the entire outseam.

iii.  The front edge of the side stripe from the waistband to the junction of the front
pocket opening is to overlap the side seam by 1/8”.

iv.  From the pocket opening junction to the bottom of the trousers, the side stripe is
to be gradually centered over the outseam.

v.  The side stripe shall be evenly stitched without pleats and puckers and finished
smooth and flat without a ripple or wavy appearance.
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10. Belt Loops

b.

Seven loops to be 1” wide and finished to 3" long.

Two to be directly forward of the front pocket, two to be set next to and forward of the
side stripe, two to be set with a space clearance of 5” from the loops forward of the side
stripe, one loop centered in the back.

Belt loops to be formed of double thickness of pant material (lined with an interfacing
material), seamed and turned, with the seam pressed open.

Seam to be centered on the underside of the belt loops and stitched lengthwise %" from
each edge.

Top edge of each belt loop is to be set into the top seam of the waistband, with the
exception of the center back loop.

11. Waistband
The waistband shall be made of the basic material and shall be 2” in width finished. All
waistbands shall be cut in the warp direction of the material. The curtain shall be made of Dark
Blue Polystar 164 material and interlined with a good grade of buckram. Waistband lining is to
be made with %" Snugtex or equal. Waistband shall be made in accordance with the Brown
construction method (see Trimmings).

a.

The top portion of the inside of the waistband is to consist of the same fabric as used for
pocketing (70% polyester 30% cotton — minimum 80 x 62 [+/- 2 count]). The fabric is to
be cut on the bias for the maximum comfort. To be 1 7/8” wide and to finish 1 1/8” wide
after construction.

Upper waistband curtain to be inner lined with stretch Ban-Rol or approved alternate
canvas. This canvas fabric consists of a warp of 47 ends of texturized nylon and a fill of
34 ends of 750 denier polyester monofilament. The woven fabric is coated with latex,
which completely encapsulates all yarns. This finish canvas fabric weights 12.0 oz. / sq.
yd. This canvas will be cut 1 ¥2" wide with the monofilaments running vertically and have
10% stretch.

The bottom portion of the waistband curtain will be a blend of 32% nylon, 38% polyester,
18% rubber (3) strands, 11% Lycra®, and 1% acrylic woven 1 7/8” wide and to finish 1
3/8” wide. To have a minimum of 40% stretch characteristics or equal.

Waistband to trouser seam to be pressed open and stitched through trousers, pockets
and lining 1/16” below the waistband seam.

Finished appearance: The waistband should be sewn flat, smooth, without fullness,
without gathers or pleats. Stitching is to be evenly done. Waistband lining shall not be
visible to the finished side.

12. Trouser Fly
To be zipper-type opening.

a.

b.

Zipper openings from lower edge of waistband to bottom of fly shall be not less than 7
¥,” for a waist size 14 and shall be scaled longer or shorter in proportion to trouser sizes.

The zipper is to be sewn onto the left part of fly so that the edge of the left fly shall cover
the entire length of the zipper by %”. When the zipper is closed, no part of the zipper or
zipper backing material shall be visible. Zipper is to be set so there is ho gap at the top
or the bottom of the fly.
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C.

The top corner of the right fly shall be neatly and completely forced out to present a
smooth appearance. Care shall be taken in finishing the top of the left fly to avoid
bulkiness.

13. Waist Closure
Trousers are to be closed at the waistband by a hook and eye device.

a.

Hook to be placed inside left side of waistband, %2” from the edge and centered. Eye to
be placed on right end of waistband, finished side, and to be properly aligned with the
hook and zipper.

Hook and Eye device shall be: Hook — Approx. 3/8” x 5/8”; Eye — Approximately 3/8" x
1/8". To be good quality stainless spring steel material (see Trimmings — Hook & Eye
Closing Device.)

Women'’s Trousers Only: The waistband closure shall be accomplished with crush-proof
hook and eye. The hook and eye shall be reinforced with stays made of non-woven
fabric that are anchored by the topstitching for the fly facing and curtain. The
topstitching must be to the top of the waistband. The waistband must be topstitched
1/16” below the waistband seam for added strength.

14. French Tab and Button
There shall be an inside button attached to the bottom of waistband curtain on the left side of
the waistband, 22 ligne button.

a. A‘“French Tab,” with a horizontal buttonhole, constructed from two plies of the basic
material, sewn together and sewn into the right fly seam, to be properly aligned with the
button.

b. Tab to measure approximately 2 ¥2” wide at fly seam and 2 ¥2” long tapered.

15. Stitching

a. All sewing throughout the trousers are to be of Dacron thread, of not less and size A.

b. All threads are to be color fast and fade resistant.

c. All seams are to have not less than 10, nor more than 15, stitches per inch.

d. All exposed edges are to be serged to prevent raveling.

e. Care shall be taken to adjust the machine tension properly for all sewing throughout the
garment.

16. Buttons

Buttons are to be securely machine sewn having approximately 16 stitches per button, with the
ends of the thread tacked off.

17. Bartacking
Bartacks to be made to present good finished appearance. All bartacks shall be formed with
A.H. Rice Company shade #1554 cadet gray Dacron thread, size A.
a. All pockets shall be bartacked at the ends of openings.

b. The fly shall be bartacked at the base of the fly at the junction of the crotch seam and fly.

18. Perma-Press
All trousers shall have LinTrak® permanent crease in front. LinTrak® will be in the crease on
the front seam of the trousers. No LinTrak® will be applied to the back seam of the trousers.
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19. Measurements
Trousers are to be made in Michigan State Police stock sizes and in “made-to-measure” sizes,
as supplied by the Michigan State Police.

20. Labels
a. Each garment shall have a cloth label, 3” long x 2” wide, sewn to the back of the left front
pocket near the waistband. Label lettering is to be of permanent ink, to last the life of the
garment. Label shall show:
i.  Manufacture’s name

ii. date furnished
iii.  size of the garment
iv.  origin of manufacture

b. Each garment to have a paper size marker, tacked lightly to the outside of the
waistband. The marker shall include a bar code that is the 12 character UPC code
assigned by the Uniform Code council (UCCO or be compatible with the MSP inventory
system.

21. Workmanship and General Appearance
All finished garments are to be neatly pressed. There are to be no wrinkles or unsightly gathers,
etc. All thread ends shall be removed.

22. Country of Origin
All Trousers shall be union made in the U.S.A.

23. Samples
a. Pre-Production Samples: Upon contract being executed, the Contractor must supply ten
pre-production samples, for both Summer and Winter Trousers, within 30 days. Sizes
will be determined by the MSP. It is mandatory that the material and color be as
specified in this document.

b. Production Samples: Upon arrival to the MSP, a random sampling of trousers will be
made to ensure adherence to MSP specifications. Should this random sampling discover
manufacturing is not to MSP specifications, all trousers in that shipment may be returned
to the manufacturer for correction or replacement at the manufacturer’'s expense.
Release of payment for each order will not be made until the shipment has been
approved by the Field Services Bureau.

c. Master Pattern: The MSP will maintain one set of trousers of various sizes from the first
approved shipment. This will be considered the master pattern and be used as part of
the approval process. Variance from this master pattern can result in the order being
refused. Pattern changes shall not be made without departmental approval.

24. Tailoring/Fitting
No tailoring or fitting shall be required. This will be provided under a separate contract.

25. Sizes

Trousers are to be made in Michigan State Police stock sizes and in “made-to-measure” sizes.

NOTE: Mill identification mark must appear on reverse side of this material not less than six
times per linear yard. Any blouse coats not so marked will be rejected. Fabric to be cold water
shrunk or stabilized before cutting.

Trimmings

a. Body Interlining Materials: All Interlinings are to be pre-shrink or stabilized:

i.  Collar Interlining: Fusible Interfacing such as Pellon© brand

Hymo-canvas: 5.0 oz. per square yard, Warp 100% Fine Cotton, 20% Hair, 70%

Acrylic, 10% Cotton.

Silesia: Good grade- 5 oz., color- black
Wigan: For stiffening. To be 3 ounce per square yard

b. Body Lining: Black Poly T 120 x 76, 100% Polyester Twill, 70/100 Denier

c. Under Collar Material: Warrington 50% Wool, 50% Rayon good grade flannel cloth, 8.96
ounce per square yard. Color to match the Basic Material.

d. Shoulder Pads and Sleeve Heads: A good grade of commercial-type shoulder pad and
sleeve-head wadding is to be used.

e. Buttons: 15/16" diameter and 5/8" diameter, gun metal in color, Michigan State Seal, flat
top, with metal shank; and a 30 line black ivory button, 4 hole. Sample of each metal
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button will be supplied to the vendor by Michigan State Police upon request. Small
Ivory-type button to reinforce buttons only.

f. Thread: American Thread Spectrum, spun polyester, size 50/2 cord, color black or equal.
All threads are to be the best quality and dyes used are to be colorfast.

g. Shoulder Patch:

i.  Raeford #13507-240 19-112/20 ounce Elastique, 100% Wool, 2 ply warp and
filling, 140 pounds in warp, 80 pounds in filling, 124 ends per inch, 80 picks per
inch. A sample piece of material of color shade to be used will be supplied to
vendor by Michigan State Police.

i. Embroider the words MICHIGAN STATE POLICE 3/4" high and 3/8" wide.
Lettering to be Swiss embroidered of blue silk thread.

i. ~ Shoulder patches are to be neatly finished.

h. Binding Material for Seams: 70 Nylon, Plain weave dyed, yarn size Warp 70/104, Weft
70/68, weight 1.6 oz. per yard.

i. Edge Tape: 3/8"tape, black in color. To be good grade and must be preshrunk or
stabilized.

j. Elastic: 1" wide, black color, preshrunk or stabilized. Cotton elastic, Web Company's
style #5959 or equal.

k. Snap Fasteners: Size "0" snap fasteners, color black, to be used on upper pockets.

I.  Belt Hook Holder: Good grade black calf skin leather of sufficient strength to properly
support a Sam Browne belt with gun, holster, handcuffs, and case.

m. Belt Hook: To be 1-7/8" long made of spring-type wire, black enamel finish. Made as
shown in diagram of belt hook holder. Sample belt hook of the exact type to be used will
be supplied to the vendor by Michigan State Police for use as a guide.

n. Piping for Shoulder Strap: Raeford #13507-240 19-1/2/20 ounce Elastique, 100% Wool,
2 ply warp and filling, 140 pounds in warp, 80 pounds in filling, 124 ends per inch, 80
picks per inch.

0. Sleeve Braid: To be 3/4" wide rayon and bottom braid. A. H. Rice Company's article
#3282, size 10, color black, or equal quality of identical material in other brands.

3. Style
Blouse to be made same as U.S. Army Officers, with a bi-swing back. This blouse is to be worn
with a Sam Browne belt, must be form fitting around the waist, and made with a very slight flare
to the skirt. To be made in Michigan State Police stock sizes. Patterns shall also accommodate
“made-to-measure” garments from measurements furnished by the Michigan State Police. (See
Schedule E, Blouse Coat Diagram).

4. Measurement Tolerances
There shall be no tolerances allowed where the specification is stating an exact measurement.
Within these specifications, where specific lengths are specified and no tolerances listed, the
following tolerances will be allowed.

Specified Length Tolerance
1/2 inch to 2 inches +/- 1/8 inch
2 inches to 20 inches +/- 1/4 inch
20 inches or more +/- 1/2 inch
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5. Front Construction
The Front shall be formed of Basic Blouse material and shall be interlined (see trimmings for
interlinings)

a.

6. Collar

A double layer of hymo shall be used from armpit to shoulder in the front construction
and covered with flannel across the breast and shoulder.

Sew a strip of bias cut silesia to front as an interlining for reinforcing buttons and
buttonholes.

Bridle tape shall be used adjacent to, but behind the break line of each lapel, and
constructed in accordance with good tailoring practice.

Strip to be Polystar 156 70/30 Polyester/Cotton, 2.9 oz./yd 2 82 x 52 thread count, warp
35-150 Denier texturized Polyester, Weave twill.

Collar top shall be formed of basic blouse material, the underside of the collar shall be good
grade flannel cloth, and shall be interlined (see trimmings for interlinings). Fell the top and side
edges of top collar to the under collar by hand, or top edge only may be machine felled with
simulated hand stitching. The corners and sides shall be machine stitched. Collar points at
notch are to be sharply formed without a rounded appearance.

a. Depth of notch from collar point is to be exactly 1-5/8".

b. The collar fall (width of collar) at center back shall be exactly 1-1/2".

c. Collar size tolerance shall not be more than 1/8” inch over specified size ordered. Size
is not to be less than size ordered.

f. Collar Appearance: Correct amount of fullness shall be allowed in the top collar, so
there will be NO curling at the edge and points of the collar. Collar to be made uniform
in appearance, the edges should be smooth and flat, without twisting, gathers,
puckers, or raw edges.

7. Lapels
Lapels are to be peaked lapels, and shall be cut into the fronts.
a. The lapel points are to be very slightly rounded.
b. The lapel notch depth is to be 2" from lapel point to jointing of collar.
c. Notch spread, i.e., distance between collar point and the upper lapel edge, is to be
exactly 1/8".
d. The width of the lapel, from the break line of the lapel to peak of lapel, running parallel
with the notch, shall be 3-1/2" to 3-3/4". Blind stitch the lapels to attach to hymo-canvas.
Allowing the proper amount of fullness so that when the garment is finished the lapels
remain properly positioned during the life of the garment.
8. Pockets
a. Upper Pockets: There shall be two outer pleated breast patch pockets, made of basic

blouse material, and lined with silesia (see Trimmings). Basic material and silesia to be
sewn together and turned for best finished appearance. (See Schedule F, Upper Pocket
Diagram).

i. Tobe5-1/2" wide x 6" deep—finished size.

ii.  These patch pockets are to have 1-1/2" box pleat centered vertically.

iii. Pockets are to be stitched to blouse 1/8" in from edge of pocket, and pocket set
parallel to front edge of blouse. Stitching is to be uniform distance on entire
pockets.
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iv.  Each pocket to have one 5/8" metal button, sewn to match buttonhole on pocket
flap.

v.  Sew or attach a socket of size "O" snap fastener on each side of each breast
pocket, and are to be aligned with snap studs on the breast pocket flap.

vi.  To be piped with body lining across the top of the pocket.

b. Inside Pocket: One horizontal pocket to be made on the inside right front lining
extending into the front facing approximately 3/4". To be double piped with body lining, to
be 5-1/2" long and 7" deep. Pocket to be made of silesia or light weight pocketing.

9. Pocket Flap
a. Upper Pocket Flap: Two flaps are to be made of basic blouse material, interlined with
fusible interfacing and lined with silesia (see Trimmings), sewn together and turned.
(See Schedule G, Upper Pocket Flap Diagram).
i.  The pocket flap is to be 5-3/4" wide x 2-3/4" deep at points. Flap to have three
points on lower edge. See drawing for exact size and shape (finished).

ii.  Each pocket to have one buttonhole (see drawing for size and placement).
iii.  Pocket flap to be stitched 1/8" in from edge around entire edge.

iv.  Flap to be set and sewn into the blouse 1/2" above the opening of the upper
patch pockets and centered over the pocket for best appearance.

v.  Sew or attach a stud of size "O" snap fastener to underside of breast patch
pocket flap at each lower corner, completely hidden from view.

b. Lower Pocket Flap: Shall be for a faux pocket. No actual pockets will exist. Two flaps
are to be made of basic material, interlined with fusible interfacing and lined with silesia
(see Trimmings), sewn together and turned. (See Schedule H, Lower Pocket Flap
Diagram).

i.  The pocket flap is to be 7-3/4" to 8-1/4" wide at the top, by 3-1/4" deep. Lower
edge of flap to be 8-1/2" to 9" wide, width to be in proportion to blouse size.

ii.  Top corners are to be squared and the lower corners are to be slightly rounded.
The depth edge of flaps next to the blouse front edge shall be parallel to the
blouse front edge.

iii.  The top of the flap is to be set 1-1/4" below the waist seam; and placement is to
be made for the best appearance.

iv.  The top and sides are to be stitched down 1/8" in from edge of pocket flap.

v.  Lower edge of pocket flap is to be stitched along the edge, 1/8" in from edge;
lower edge is not to be stitched to the blouse.

vi.  Lower edge of flap is to be secured by a 5/8" button, sewn to the blouse. Button
is to be in alignment with the buttonhole on the flap. Flap buttonhole is to be
made vertically, centered along lower edge of the flap, and to be 1/2" in from flap
edge and to be 3/4" long, finished.

10. Buttons
a. Front to have 4 buttons backed up with a small ivory-type button.

b. Lower button to be a 30 Line, 4 hole, black ivory button, placed at the waistline seam,
with four double thread strands, which is to be finished by wrapping the thread 3 to 4
times to form a shank before being securely tacked off 3 times.

c. The remaining 3 front buttons are to be 15/16" diameter, metal, flat top, metal shank (per
Trimmings), and are to be evenly spaced between the approximate start of the lapel and
the waistline seam. These metal buttons are to be backed up with a small ivory button;

these buttons are to be secured with 4 double strands of thread, which are to be tacked
off securely 3 times.

d. The buttons are to be on the right front of the men’s coat and left front of the women’s
coat, and are to be set not less than 1-3/8" nor more than 1-5/8" from the front edge, and
to be aligned with the buttonholes.

e. Buttons must be sewn on with seal in proper alignment.

Button Holes
Buttonholes to be formed with the stitching securely caught in the fabric, and the purling on the
outside. Their size shall have a 1-1/8" opening, finished. Buttonholes must be made on a "Cut
First” machine Buttonholes are to be:

a. On the left front of the men’s coat and on the right front of the women’s coat.

b. Set 1/2" from the edge of the blouse.
c. Placed on the blouse in a horizontal position.
d. Evenly spaced between the waistline seam to just below the lapel.

Badge Holder
a. Two eyelets 1-1/2" apart, lower eyelet to be 5/8" above the center of the left breast
pocket flap, upper eyelet to be 1-1/2" directly above lower eyelet.

b. Eyelets are to extend through basic material and canvas, and are to be finished round
with a round buttonhole-type stitch, to be 1/4" in diameter, including the stitching.

Belt Hook and Belt Holder
Two black hooks to be inserted in black leather holder (see Trimmings for materials), which is to
be sewn on the blouse, with the lower edge of the hook holder extending 3/4" below the blouse
skirt seam, and holder centered over the underarm seam. (See Schedule I, Belt Holder and
Hook Diagram).

a. Hook holder is to be constructed in accordance with detailed drawing attached.

b. Construction is to permit easy hook replacement without disturbing stitching on holder or
removing blouse lining.

c. Hook holder is NOT to be sewn through the lining.

Back and Vent
The back is to have a center seam, Bi-swing pleats and a vent.

a. Pleats: Bi-swing pleats to start at the shoulder seam and to extend to a position opposite
the front waist seam. The bi- swing pleats shall be cut onto the back panels. (There is
to be NO WAIST seam across the back of the coat).

i.  The pleats are to be 2" deep at the shoulder and tapered to 1-1/2" at the
waistline point.

i. Pleats are not to extend below the waist line.
iii. The pleats are to be stayed with edge tape from the shoulder to the waist line.
iv.  Edge tape is not visible on the finished side of the coat.

v. All pleat edges are to be stitched through 1/8" from the edge, full length of the
pleats.

vi.  The bi-swing pleats are to be closed for a length of 2-1/2" from the shoulder
seam, on the inside portion of the pleat only, closing to be made 3/8" from the
edge of the outer portion of the pleat.
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vii.  The bi-swing pleats are to be closed at the waistline by a single stitching across
the bottom of the pleats horizontally 1-1/4" and vertically with a single stitching 1-
1/4" long, which is to be tacked-off once, 1/4". Vertical stitching to be made 1-1/4"
from side seam.

viii.  Elastic (see Trimmings) is to be placed in the blouse approximately midway
between the top and the bottom of the bi-swing pleat opening. Elastic to be sewn

to the inner part of the bi-swing pleats in proper position, with 1" elastic on each
side of let out purposes, should the elastic shrink.

b. Center Vent:
i. The ventis to start 2-1/2" to 3" below the waistline, and the overlapping vent
should measure approximately 1-1/2" at top and approximately 2-1/2" at bottom.
ii.  The overlapping vent should be stayed with edge tape from top to bottom.
iii.  The ventis to be lined.

15. Blouse Coat Linings
a. Body Lining: Blouse shall be half lined with body lining (see Trimmings). (See Schedule
J, Back Yoke Lining and Binding Diagram).
i.  The half lining is to extend from the facing to within 2" of the side seam.
ii.  Lining is not to cover the side seam outlet.

iii.  Lining to be sewn into blouse with ample fullness, both horizontally and vertically,
with a 1/2" pleat across the bottom of the blouse and a 1/2" pleat adjacent to the
side seam.

iv.  Lining to be attached to the blouse with a blind stitch 6 to 8 stitches per inch.

v.  Lining to be sewn in accordance with good tailoring practice.

b. Vent Lining: The under portion of the vent is to be finished on the inside of coat, with
body lining.

i.  Thelining is to extend from the bottom of the blouse to approximately 1-1/2"
above the vent and is to be tapered from approximately 2-1/2" wide at top to
approximately 3-1/2" wide at bottom.

i.  Ventlining is to be secured with a blind or machine stitch.

iii.  The under vent edge is to be machine stitched 1/8" with a single row of stitching.

16. Arm Shield
There is to be one arm shield in each armhole. Shields are to be made of basic uniform fabric
and piped with body lining. Shields are to be securely sewn to the lining. Placement of arm
shields to be made for best protection.

17. Sleeves
a. The pit of the armhole to be back-stitched, there are to be not less than 8 stitches per
inch. The setting of the sleeves shall be done in accordance with good tailoring practice.

b. The under sleeve to be made with 1" “outlet" at the arm pit, and there shall be sufficient
basic materials to enable the lengthening of the sleeves one inch.

c. Sleeves are to be left open (unfinished bottoms). The cut edge is to be serged to prevent
unraveling. The sleeve length to be 21" on short, regular, and long. The length to be 22"
on X-Long, XX-Long, and XXX-Long.

d. Wigan: Since the sleeves are left unfinished, the black wigan will be sent loose (not
sewn in). Enough wigan will be furnished by vendor to allow one yard of 3/4" black braid
per coat (see Trimmings - Wigan).
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e.

Braid: Since the sleeves are left unfinished, the braid will be sent loose (not sewn on).
Enough braid will be furnished by vendor to allow one yard per coat (see Trimmings -
Sleeve Braid).

Lining: The sleeve lining is to be made of body lining material (see Trimmings). Insert
sleeve lining with correct amount of fullness. The bottom is to be left open (unfinished),
the same as the sleeve. The cut edge is to be serged to prevent unraveling. Lining
length to be as long as coat sleeve.

18. Shoulder Patch

a.

One patch is to be placed on the top of each blouse coat sleeve, the top of which shall
be as near the armhole shoulder seam as possible but shall not be sewn into the seam,
approximately 1/16” inch from shoulder seam.

The depth of the unfinished patch is 5-1/4” to allow for sewing into the sleeve head and
turning under at the bottom (for a finished look) and finish 4” from the uppermost part of
the armhole seam to the lower edge of the patch.

The patch lettering shall be evenly centered and present a well-balanced appearance.
See Schedule K, Shoulder Patch Placement Diagram for proper patch positioning.

19. Shoulder Straps

a.

20. Edges
a.

There shall be a shoulder strap centered over each shoulder. Strap shall be made of
same material as blouse and piped with piping material. Piping to be 1/8" wide on
exposed edges. To be interlined with a good grade of fusible Pellon and finished with
body lining. Finished stitching to be 1/4" from edge of piping and to run evenly the entire
exposed length of the shoulder strap. (See Schedule L, Shoulder Strap Diagram).

Shoulder strap to be 2-1/4" wide at armhole seam and tapered to 1-1/2" at point where
straps meet collar. Strap to continue 1" under collar and to be tapered and rounded.
Buttonhole centered on the shoulder strap and to start 1/2" from edge of collar and run
3/4" long toward sleeve seam. Shoulder straps are to be centered directly over the
natural shoulder position.

Shoulder strap to be sewn into shoulder at armhole. To be cross-stitched across the top
a distance of 1-7/8" from edge of armhole seam. Shoulder strap to be fastened down
with a 5/8" metal button.

Exposed Edges: All exposed edges on seams, the blouse bottom, and the overlapping
vent shall be bound with "body lining"”. The binding shall be cut DIAGONALLY. Width of
the binding shall be finished 3/16" wide, each side, and attached with a single machine
stitching. Edges of binding are to be turned under.

Front: The front edges are to be held in position with edge tape, starting at the notches,
continuing the full length of the inner front edges. Edges are to be pressed open before
turning. Front edges to be machine stitched, 1/8" from edge, starting at the coat bottom,
across facing, over fronts and collar, to end at the opposite front at the bottom across the
facing. Bottom edge of blouse from back edge of facing to the vent is not to be so
stitched.

Bottom: The bottom turn-up of the blouse is to be bound from facing to vent. The
binding is to be split (not continuous at the side seam) and turned up 1-1/2". This allows
for ease of side seam alteration. Bottom of blouse to be turned up 1-1/4". Body lining
shall extend into bottom turn-up. Bottom turn-up edge to be secured to the lining and to
the outer material with a blind stitch.

All seams are to be pressed open.

22. Stitching
All sewings through the garment will be made with thread specified under Trimmings.

All hand felling -- armhole and bottom of sleeve lining -- sewings are to be in accordance
with sewing specifications as outlined under those headings.

i.  Men’s Custom Short Sleeve, Convertible Collar: DNR model # MI-DNR-SSC

4. General Construction
a. Collar, cuffs, flaps and shoulder straps are made with conventional construction.

b. Top ply, bottom ply and interlining are first stitched together, then turned right side out
and finally topstitched.

i. To be made with a Sport shirt front with each front having turn back facings
approximately 3" in width.

a. Collar points to measure 3" long with ultrasonically fused-in Mylar stays.

b. Collar to have woven interlining of #250 Dacron. Stays to be 2-3/4” long, 3/8” minimum
width, and to be fused to underside of collar interlining.

Stays applied directly to collar material itself unacceptable.
Topstitched 1/4" off the edge.

a. Shoulder straps to be two-piece pointed, 1/4" topstitched and to be set on yoke with
leading topstitch conforming to front joining seam.

b. To measure 2" at sleeve tapering to 1-3/8" and set not more than 1/2" from collar set
seam.

Cross-stitched approximately 2" from sleeve seam.

Shoulder Straps to have functional buttonhole to attach to sewn button on shoulder of
shirt.

e. Edge stitched shoulder strap construction unacceptable.

17. Seams
Sleeve inserting and side close felling seams are to be safety stitched.

18. Stitching
Collar, shoulder straps, pocket flaps and cuffs to be topstitched 1/4" off the edge.

3. DRN uniforms from all other manufacturers will be expected to be delivered within 30 days ARO.
The receipt of order date is pursuant to Section 2, Notices, of the Standard Contract Terms.

4. Uniforms orders replacing a division’s complete compliment will be expected to be delivered within
60 days ARO. The receipt of order date is pursuant to Section 2, Notices, of the Standard Contract
Terms.

C. Footwear
Boots and shoes are expected to be delivered 21 days ARO. The receipt of order date is pursuant to
Section 2, Notices, of the Standard Contract Terms.

2.3. Reporting
The Bidder must submit the following reports as requested by the Program Manager, their designee, or the
Contract Administrator:

A. Usage reports including, at a minimum, quantity and dollars
B. Other reports as deemed necessary.
2.4. Meetings
The Contractor must attend the following meetings:
A. The Contractor will meet with MSP and DNR staff for a Kick-off meeting within 10 business days of the
executed contract.

B. The Contractor will meet with MSP and DNR staff as requested to address Contract compliance issues.
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C. The Contractor will meet with MSP or DNR staff to present/offer/showcase uniform innovations or other
products and information as requested.

D. The State may request other meetings as it deems appropriate.

2.5. Transitions
A. Transition In
At the beginning of the contract resulting from this RFP the Contractor must assist the State in making
the transition from the expiring contract and the incumbent Contractor.

B. Transition Out
At the end of the contract resulting from this RFP the Contractor must assist the State in making the
transition to a new Contractor by providing the following services:

1. Communication between the incumbent Contractor and the State shall remain intact through the
transition period or until all remaining stock has been shipped, to ensure the uniforming of
personnel is not interrupted.

2.6. Inventory of Shirts and Trousers
A. MSP Uniforms
1. The manufacturer shall be required to carry an inventory with a value of not more than $50,000.00
worth of dark blue short sleeved shirts, dark blue long sleeved shirts, winter trousers, and summer
trousers in common sizes.

2. Quantities of each item to be carried will be determined by the Michigan State Police. This inventory
will be shipped immediately upon receipt of purchase order request and will be replenished at the
discretion of MSP.

3. Quantities and dollar amount remaining in this inventory will be available on request by the MSP
Program Manager.

4. Approximately one hundred and twenty (120) days prior to the expiration of the contract, the
manufacturer/vendor shall contact MSP and advise them of the remaining quantities in this inventory.
MSP agrees to purchase the remaining items.

B. DNR Uniforms
1. The Contractor shall be required to carry an inventory Class C men’s and women’s shirts and
trousers:
a. Shirts: Three of each, sizes Medium through Extra Large
b. Trousers: Five pair of each Summer and Winter in each size, 34 through 42

2. Quantities and dollar amount remaining in this inventory will be available on request by the DNR
Program Manager.

3. Approximately one hundred and twenty (120) days prior to the expiration of the contract, the
manufacturer/vendor shall contact MSP and advise them of the remaining quantities in this inventory.
DNR agrees to purchase the remaining items.

2.7 Inventory of MSP Uniform Fabrics

The manufacturer shall be required to carry an inventory of fabrics which will be used in the production of Uniform
Shirts, Trousers and Blouse Coats.
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A. Shirt Fabric
1. Manufacturer shall stock 700 yards of Light Blue Shirt fabric and 1500 yards of Dark Blue Shirt
fabric.

2. Approximately one hundred and twenty (120) days prior to the expiration of the contract, the
shirt manufacturer shall alert the Contractor, who in turn shall contact MSP, and advise them of
the amount of shirt material on hand. At that time MSP, at their discretion, may either place an
order for shirts to utilize the remaining material or purchase the material at the cost paid by the
shirt manufacturer. This cost must be documented so as to be verifiable by the State

B. Trouser Fabric
1. Manufacturer shall stock:
a. 2000 yards of summer trouser fabric (combined yards for both men’s and women'’s) or in
sufficient quantity to manufacturer a minimum of 1000 pairs of men’s and 700 pairs of
women'’s Michigan State Police Summer Trousers.

b. 2000 yards of winter trouser fabric (combined yards for both men’s and women’s) or in
sufficient quantity to manufacturer a minimum of 1000 pairs of men’s and 700 pairs of
women'’s Michigan State Police Winter Trousers.

2. Approximately one hundred and twenty (120) days prior to the expiration of the contract, the
trouser manufacturer shall alert the Contractor, who in turn shall contact MSP, and advise them
of the amount of trouser material on hand. At that time MSP, at their discretion, may either place
an order for trousers to utilize the remaining material or purchase the material at the cost paid
by the trouser manufacturer. This cost must be documented so as to be verifiable by the State.

3. Staffing

3.1. Contractor Representative

The Contractor must appoint one account representative, specifically assigned to State of Michigan accounts,
who will be knowledgeable on the contractual requirements and directly responsible for the day to day
operations of the Contract including but not limited to; meeting with the Program Managers, facilitating
communications between the state and the manufacturers, processing orders, accounting, shipping
coordination, and providing reporting.

B. The Contractor Representative must respond to the State within 4 hours to State inquiries.

C. The Contractor must notify the Contract Administrator at least 14 calendar days before removing or
assigning a new Contractor Representative.

D. The Contractor may not remove or assign a new Contractor Representative without the prior consent of
the State. Prior consent is not required for reassignment for reasons beyond the Contractor’s control,
including iliness, disability, death, leave of absence, personal emergency circumstances, resignation, or
termination for cause. The State may request a résumé and conduct an interview before approving a
change. The State may require a 30 calendar day training period for replacement personnel.
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3.2. Key Personnel

C. The Contractor may not remove or assign Key Personnel without the prior consent of the State. Prior
consent is not required for reassignment for reasons beyond the Contractor’s control, including iliness,
disability, death, leave of absence, personal emergency circumstances, resignation, or termination for
cause.

D. The State may request a résumé and conduct an interview before approving a change.
E. The State may require a 30 calendar day training period for replacement personnel.

3.3. Security
The bidder’s staff may be required to make deliveries to or enter State facilities. The State may require the
Contractor’s personnel to wear State issued identification badges.

4. Pricing

4.1. Price Term

Pricing in Schedule B — Pricing - is firm and fixed for the entire length of the base Contract. The Contractor must
provide pricing details in Schedule B- Pricing.

Sales Tax: The State is exempt from sales tax for direct purchases. The Bidder's prices must not include sales
tax. The State will furnish exemption certificates for sales tax upon request.

Federal Excise Tax: The State may be exempt from Federal Excise Tax, or the taxes may be reimbursable, if
articles purchased under any resulting Contract are used for the State's exclusive use. Certificates showing
exclusive use for the purposes of substantiating a tax-free or tax-reimbursable sale will be sent upon request. If
a sale is tax exempt or tax reimbursable under the Internal Revenue Code, the Bidder's prices must not include
the Federal Excise Tax.

4.2. Price Changes

Prices may be reviewed for price adjustments, to be implemented after the base contract years, as the contract
moves into the option years. This priced may be reviewed annually thereafter. Requests must be submitted to
the Contract Administrator no later than 60 business days before the contract expiration.

A. Adjustments will be based on changes in actual Contractor costs.
1. Any request must be supported by written evidence documenting the change in costs.

2. The State may consider sources, such as the Consumer Price Index; Producer Price Index; other
pricing indices as needed; economic and industry data; manufacturer or supplier letters noting the
increase in pricing; and any other data the State deems relevant.
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B. Following the presentation of supporting documentation, both parties will have 30 days to review the
information and prepare a written response.
1. If the review reveals no need for modifications, pricing will remain unchanged unless mutually
agreed to by the parties.

2. If the review reveals that changes are needed, both parties will negotiate such changes, for no
longer than 30 days, unless extended by mutual agreement.

C. The Contractor remains responsible for Contract Activities at the current price for all orders received
before the mutual execution of a Change Notice indicating the start date of the new Pricing Period.

5. Ordering

5.1. Authorizing Documents

The authorizing document to initiate a purchase will be a Purchase/Delivery Order written against the Master
Agreement.

5.2. Order Placement
Orders shall be placed via the SIGMA ERP System, or until that system is in place, with the Contractor
Representative via the e-mail address or fax number as provided by the Contractor.

5.3 Minimum Order
It is requested that there shall be no minimum orders required.

5.4. Order Verification
The Contractor must have internal controls to verify abnormal orders and to ensure that only authorized
individuals place orders.

5.5. Future ERP Integration

The State is currently engaged in a project to implement the new State-wide Integrated Governmental
Management Applications (SIGMA) ERP System, which is based on the CGI Advantage suite of
applications. This is expected to replace ITRAC and other legacy State systems and become the new requisition
and procurement system for the State enterprise. Migration to SIGMA is tentatively targeted for fourth quarter
2017. The Contractor shall, at no cost, work with the State to integrate ordering and invoicing functionality.

6. Delivery

6.1. Delivery

The Bidder must quote prices "F.O.B. Destination, within Government Premises" with transportation charges
prepaid on all orders.

A. Delivery of MSP purchases must be made to the MSP Warehouse, located in Lansing, MI between the
hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m., Monday through Friday, excluding State holidays and when state
government is closed due to Executive Order.

B. Delivery of DNR purchases will be made either to the DNR Warehouse, located in Lansing, MI or will be
made to other DNR location situated though-out Michigan. Delivery shall be made between the hours of
8:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m., Monday through Friday, excluding State holidays and when state government is
closed due to Executive Order.

6.2 Delivery Method
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Delivery shall be primarily made via UPS ground freight. Large orders will be shipped via Contractor fleet vehicle

or third party carrier.

6.3. Packaging and Palletizing

b. Trousers

Finished trousers shall be conveniently boxed with no more than:
1) Winter Trousers: five (5) trousers per box

3) and only one (1) size per storage box.

Storage boxes shall be die cut, measuring 23" long, 16” wide, 6.5” high.

Each box shall be labeled on the end with the following information:

Storage boxes may be packaged in any quantity convenient for shipping.

Each blouse is to be individually boxed (box size approximately 16-1/2"W x 23-1-2"L x
4"H. Each box is to be labeled on the end with the following information:

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3) Size

4) MSP Commodity Number

5) Year of Manufacture

6) Master Agreement Number and Delivery Order Number

7) One (1) MSP Bar Code Label to be supplied by MSP at time of order.

ii. Boxed blouses shall be in cartons and each carton shall be label with the following
information:

1) Number of blouses contained in the carton
2) Quantity of each size
3) Master Agreement Number and Delivery Order Number

2. DNR Uniform orders shall be packaged as follows:
a. Class A ,B, and C Shirts

i.  Finished shirts shall have no pins and there shall be no cardboard or plastic butterflies
at the neck. Shirts are to be individually bagged in plastic.

i. Bags shall be labeled as follows:
1) Uniform Shirt Style Number
2) Size
a) For Long Sleeve : neck size and sleeve length
b) For Short Sleeve: neck size

iii.  Bagged shirts shall be packages in cartons for shipping and shall be labeled with the
following information:
1) Number of shirts contained in the carton
2) Master Agreement Number and Delivery Order Number.

b. Class A, B, and C Trousers
i.  Finished trousers shall individually bagged in plastic.

i. Bags shall be labeled as follows:
1) Summer or Winter Trouser
2) Size
iii. Bagged trousers shall be packaged in cartons for shipping and shall be labeled with
the following information:
1) Number of trousers contained in the carton
2) Master Agreement Number and Delivery Order Number

c. Other Uniform ltems
i.  Other clothing items are to be individually bagged in plastic.

i. Bags shall be labeled as follows:
1) Item Manufacturer Number
2) Item size

3. Footwear Orders
Manufacturer’s standard box and packaging is acceptable.

B. Packaging and containers, etc., must be in accordance with supplier's commercial practice and must
meet the requirements of the Michigan Department of Transportation (MDOT) and rail and motor carrier
freight classifications in effect at time of shipment, which will permit application of the lowest freight rate.

C. Shipments must be palletized whenever possible. Manufacturer's standard 4-way shipping pallets must
be used. Packaging must be optimized to permit the lowest freight rate.
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7. Acceptance
7.1. Acceptance, Inspection and Testing
The State will use the following criteria to determine acceptance of the Contract Activities:

A. Initial Inspection
1. The State will initially inspect each shipment to confirm that all components have been delivered

as ordered, with the appropriate Uniform or footwear items, in the requested quantities, and
without visible signs of damage.

If initial inspection reveals incorrect uniforms or footwear, incorrect quantities, or visible signs of
damage, the State may reject the shipment without performing any further inspection or
testing. The State may however, in its discretion, conditionally approve the portion of a shipment
that is not deficient or defective and may permit the Contractor to correct the deficiencies
discovered during the initial inspection.

If the shipment passes the initial inspection, it will be conditionally accepted dependent on
continued inspection.

B. Continued Inspection

1.

After the shipment has been conditionally accepted and the Uniforms or footwear are placed into
stock, as each item is opened for use it will be inspected to insure that the item does not have a
material deficiency or defect or in any way doesn’t meet with product specifications.

The State, at any time after conditional acceptance and in its reasonable discretion, may reject
items without notation of all deficiencies if the continued inspection process reveals deficiencies
in a sufficient quantity or of a sufficient severity that renders continuing the process unproductive
or unworkable.

If at any time from delivery until the products use it is determined that a deficiency has been
discovered the State will notify the Contractor within twenty-four hours in order to discuss the
nature of the deficiency and work with the Contractor to either correct the deficiency by providing
replacement items or credit the State.

If the State elects to work with the Contractor to correct the deficiency, the Contractor shall, at
their expense, supply replacement items within 14 business days for “off the shelf” items, and 90
days for custom sewn items..

If the State elects to take the credit for the deficient Certificate of Title Forms, the contractor shall
provide a credit memo to the State within 45 calendar days.

In the event that the deficiency is not corrected within the stated time line, the State may elect to
have the product replaced and have the Contractor provide a credit for the cost of the item.
Contractor should include this clause in any agreement with the manufacturer.

C. Corrective Action
If, after three opportunities the Contractor is unable to correct all deficiencies, the State may:

1.

Demand that the Contractor cure the failure and give the Contractor additional time to do so at the
sole expense of the Contractor;

Keep the Contract in force and perform, either itself or through other parties, whatever the
Contractor has failed to do, and recover the difference between the cost to cure the deficiency
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and the Contract price plus an additional amount equal to 10% of the State's cost to cure the
deficiency; or

3. Fully or partially terminate the Contract for default by giving notice to the Contractor.

8. Invoice and Payment

8.1. Invoice Requirements

Invoices may be submitted once conditional acceptance of a shipment has been given. All invoices submitted to
the State must include:

F. Total price.
8.2. Payment Methods
The State will make payment for Contract Activities via Electronic Funds Payments (EFT). If needed, EFT
compliance must be arranged prior to Contract award. Contractors can make EFT arrangements utilizing

DTMB’s CPExpress website at: http://www.michigan.gov/budget/0,4538,7-157-13404 37161---,00.html. Once
SIGMA ERP has been implemented, the Contractor will be required to utilize the Vendor Self Service Portal.

9. Liquidated Damages
A. Unauthorized Removal of Contractor Representative will interfere with the timely and proper completion
of the Contract, to the loss and damage of the State, and it would be impracticable and extremely difficult
to fix the actual damage sustained by the State. Therefore, the State may assess liquidated damages
against Contractor as specified below.
1. The State is entitled to collect $1,000 per individual per day for the removal of the Contract
representative without prior approval of the State.

2. The State is entitled to collect $1,000 per individual per day for an unapproved or untrained
Contract Representative replacement.

10. Additional Requirements

10.1. Brominated Flame Retardants

The State prefers to purchase products that do not contain brominated flame retardants (BFRs) whenever
possible. During the course of the contract, the Contractor must disclose whether the products contain BFRs.

10.2. Forced Labor, Convict Labor, or Indentured Servitude Made Materials

The Contractor will not supply, to the best of the Contractors knowledge and belief any foreign (outside of the
United States) or domestic (inside of the United States) made materials, components of or finished product that
have been produced in whole or in part by forced labor, convict labor, or indentured servitude or slavery.
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10.3. Child Labor

The Contractor will not supply, to the best of the Contractors knowledge and belief any foreign (outside of the
United States) or domestic (inside of the United States) made materials, components of or finished product that
have been produced in whole or in part through forced, indentured or child slave labor. Forced or indentured
means for all work or service associated with production or manufacture:

A. Exacted from any person under the age of 18 under the menace of any penalty for its non-performance
and for which the worker does not offer him/herself voluntarily; or

B. Performance by any person under the age of 18 under a contract the enforcement of which can be
accomplished by process or penalties.

C. Performance by any person under the age of 18 required to work hours in excess of or in conditions
prohibited by law
