Upon notice to Contractor, the State, In Its sole discretion, may assign in whole or In part, ltl rights or responsibilities 
under lhls contract 10 any other party. If the Slate detennines that a novatlon of the Contract lo a third party la 
necessary, Contractor wiH agree to the novatlon and prcvide all necessary dOaJmentatlon and signatures. 

14. Change of Control. Contrador will notify, at least 90 calendar days before the effective date, the State of a change 
In Contractor's organizational stnlcture or ownership. For purposes of this COntract, a change In control means any 
of the follcwtng: (a) a sale of more than 50% of Contractor's stock; (b) a sale of substantfaly all of Contractor's assets; 
(c:) a change in a majority of Contractor's boan:t members; (d) consummation of a merger or consolidation of 
Contractor wlh any other entity; (e) a change In ownership through a transaction or series of transactions; (f) or the 
board (or lhe stockholders) approves a plan of a>mplele r,quldaUon. A change of control does not lnduc:le any 
consolidation or merger effected exclusively to change the domlclle of Contractor, or any transaction or series of 
transactions principally fer bona fide equity financing purposes. 

In lhe event of a change of control, Contractor must require Iha succesaor to assume this Contract and all of its 
obligations under this Contract. 

15, Ordering. Conlnc:tor Is not authorized to begin performance until receipt of authorization as Identified In SchBdule

16. Acceplance. Contrad Activities are subject to Inspection and testing by the State within 30 calendar days cf the 
State's receipt of lhern ("State Review Period"), unless otherwise provided In Schedule A. If the Contrad Adivtlies 
are not Uy accepted by the Slate, the State will notify Contrador by the end of lhe State Review Period that either: 
(a) lhe Contract Activities are accepted, but noted deficlenc:ies must be corrected; or (b) the Conlract Activities are 
f'lieded. lf the State finds material deliclertdes, it may: (I) reject the Contrad Activities without performing any further 
Inspections; (Ii) demand performance at no addltlonal cost; or (Ill) termtnata this Contract in accordance With Section 
23, Tennlnalion for Cause. 

Within 10 business days from the date of Contractor's receipt of notillcation of acceptance with deficiencies or 
rejection of any Contract Activities. Contractor must ct11a, at no additional cost. the deficiency and deliver 
unequivocany ac:captable Contract Actlvltln to the State. If acceptance with defic:lencles or rajection of the Contract 
Acllvitles Impacts the conlent or delivery of other non-completed Conltact Activities, the parties' respective Program 
Managers must determine an agreed 10 number of days l'or re-submission that minimizes the overall inpac:t to the

22. Stop Work Order. The Stale may suspend any or all activities undet Iha Contract at any time. The State wil provide 
Contractor a written stop work onfer detailing the suspension. Contractor must comply with the stop work order upon 
receipt Within 80 calandar days, or any longer period a!1feed ID by Contractor, the State will eiller. (a) Issue a notice 
authorizing Contractor ID reswne work, or (b) terminate the Contract or purchase onfar. The State will not pay for 
Contract Activities, Contractor's lost profits, or any addltlonal compensation during a stop work period. 

23. Termination for Cause. The Stats may terminate this Contract for cause, In whole or In part, if Contntctor, as 
determined by the State: (a) endangeq the value, lntagrlty, or security of any location, data, or personnel; (b} 
becomes Insolvent, petitions for bankruptcy court proceedings, or ha.a an Involuntary bankruptcy proceeding flied 
against H by any creditor; (c) engages In any conduct that may expose the State ID llablllty; (d) bntaches any of Its 
material duties or cbllgatlons; or (e) falls to cure a breach within the time stated In a notice of bntach. Any reference 
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lo specific breaches being material breaches within lhls Contrad will not be construed lo mean that other breaches 
ara nolmaterlal. 

If the State tarminales this Conlract under 1his Section, the State will issue a tennlnation notica specifying wh•lher 
Contractcr must (a) cease performance Immediately, or (b) continue to peff0m1 for a specified period. If It Is later 
detennlned ttiat Contractor was not In breach of Iha Conlrad, the termination wtll be deemed ID have been a 
Termination for Convenience, efftdlve as of the same date, and the rights and obligations of the parties will be lknlted 
lo those provided In Section 24, Tannlnatlon for Convenience. 

The State will only pay for amounts due to Contractor for Contract Activities accepted by the State on or befonl the 
date of termination, subject lo the State's right lo set off any amounts owed by the Contractor for the State's 
reasonable casls In terminating this Contract. The Contractor must pay II reasonable costs Incurred by the State In 
terminating this Contract for cause, Including administrative costs, attorneys' fffs, court costs, transition costs, and 
any costs the State Incurs 10 procure the Contract Activities from other sources. 

24. Tennfnatlon forConv.nlence. The State may immediately tennlnate this ConCrad In whole or In part without penalty 
and for any reason, Including but not lmlted to, appropriation or budget shortfalls. The tennination notice will specify 
whether Contractor must (a) cease performance of lhe Contract Activities Immediately, 01 (b) continue lo petfonn 
the Contract Activities In accotdance wilh Secticn 25, Transition Responsibilities. If the State terminates this Contract 
for convenience, the Stata will pay all reasonable costs, as determined by the State, for State approved Transition 
Responsi)fllties, 

25. Transition RnponslbllWH. Upon termination or elCplratlon of this Contract for any reason, Contractor must, for a 
period of time specified by the State (not to exceed 90 calendar days), provide an reasonable translUon assistance 
requested by the Staee, 10 allow for the e,cplred or terminated portion of the Contract Activltla to continue without 
Interruption or adverse effect, and to facilitate the orderly transfer of such Contract Activities to the State or Its 
designees. Such transition assistance may Include, but Is not limited to: (a) continuing to perfonn the Contract 
Activities at the estabHshed Contract rates; (b) taking an reasonable and necessary measures to transition 
performance of the work, Including all applicable Contrad Activities, tralMig, equipment. software, leases, repOlts 
and other docu'l'lentalion, to the State or the State's deslgnee; (c) taking all necessary and appropriate steps, or such 
other action as lhe State may direct. ta preserve, maintain, protect, or return to the State al materials, data, pn,perty, 
and confidential Information provided dlnlctly or lnc:tlrectly to Contractor by any enUty, agent, vendor, or employee of 
the Stale; (d) transferring title In and deUvering to the State, at the State's dlscnttlon, all completed or partially 
c:cmpleted deliverables prepared under this Contrad as of Iha Contract tennlnallon data; and (e) preparing an 
accurate ac:counling from which the State and Contractor may reconcile all outstanding accounts (collectlvely, 
"Transition ReaponalbflltlH"). This Contract wll automatically be extended through the end of Iha transition period. 

26. General lndemnlflcatlon. Contractor must defend, Indemnify and hold the Stale, Its departments, divisions, 
agencies, offices, commissions, officers, and employees harmless, without llmltatfon, from and against any and all 
actions, clalms, losses, labllllles, damages, ccsts, attcmay rees, and e:xpenses (Including those required 10 establish 
the right to Indemnification), arising out of or relating lo: (a) any breach by Contractor (or any of Contractor's 
employees, agents, subcontractors, or by anyone else for whose acts any of them may be Hable) of any of the 
promises, agreements, representations, warranties, or Insurance requirements contained In this Contract; (b) any 
Infringement, misappropriation, or other violation of any lnteledual property right or other rlght of a,ny thln:I party; (c) 
any bodily Injury, dealh, or damage 10 raal or tangible pefSOnal property occurring wholly or Jn part due to action or 
Inaction by Contractor (01 any of Contractor's employees, agents, subcontractors, or by anyone else for whose acts 
any of them may be liable); and (d) any ads or omissions of Contractor (or any of Contractcr's employees, agenls, 
subcontractors, or by anyone else for whose acts any of them may be lable). 

The Stale will notify Contrld0r In writing if indemnification Is sought; howe111tr, failure to do so wlll not reUeve 
Contraclar, except to the extent that Contractor Is materially prefudiced. Contractor must, to the satlsradlon of the 
State, demonstrate ils financial ability lo carry out these obligations. 

The Slate Is enlfUed to: (I) regular updates on proceeding status; (ff) participate In the defense of the proceeding; (iii) 
employ its own counsel: and 10 (iv) relain control of the defense If the State deems necessary. Contractor wil not, 
without the State's written consent (not to be unreasonably wilhheld), settle, compromise, or consent lo the entry of 
any judgment In or otherwise seek ta tennfnate any claim, action, or pn>c:aedlng. To the extent that any Stale 
employee, official, or law may be Involved or challenged, the State may, at Its own ellJlense, control the defense of 
that portion of the claim.

Any lltigallon activity on behalf of the State, or any of Its subdivisions under this Sedlon, must be coordinated with 
lhe Department of Allomey General. An attorney designated to represent the State may not do so until appruved by 
the Michigan Attomey General and appointed as a Special Assistant Attorney General. 

XI. Infringement Remedies. If, In either party's opinion, any piece of ~ment. software. commodity, or service 
supplied by Contractor or its subcontract0n1, or its operaUon, use or reproduc:tlon, Is likely to become Iha subject of 
a copyright. patent. tr.ldemark. or tiade secret lnfrtngement dalm, Contractor must, at Its expense: (a) procunt for the 
State the right to continua using the equlpmant, software, commodity, or service. or If this option Is not reasonably 
avalfable to Contradcr, (b) replace or modify the same 10 that it becomes non-Infringing; or (c) accept its ratum by 
the Slate with appropriate cradlts to the Stale against Contractor's charges and reimburse the State for any losl8S 
or ccsts lnained as a consequence of the State ceasing 11s use and ratuming ll 

28. Limitation of Llablltty. The State Is not liable for consequential, Incidental, indirect, 0t special damages, regardless 
d the nature of the action. 

29. Dl■crosura of UtlgatJon, or other Proceeding. Contractor must notify the State within 14 c:aJendar days of 
receMng notlca of any litigation, lnwstlgatlon, arbitration, or other proceeding (collectively, "Proceeding") ln\lOlving 
Contmctcr, a subcontractor, er an offioer or director of Contrad0r or subc:ootrador, that arises during the te,m of the 
Contract, Including: (a) a crfmlnal Proceeding: (b) a parole or probation Proceeding: (c) a Proceeding under the 
Sarbanes-Oxley Act; (d) a civil Proceeding Involving: (1) a clain lhat mluht reasonably be expectad to adversely 
affact Contractor's viability or financial atablllty; or (2) a governmental or public entity's claim or written allegation of 
fraud; or (a) a Proceeding Involving any license that Contrador Is required lo possess In order to perfonn under Chis 
Contract. 

30. Stata Data. All data and Information provided to Conndor by or on behalf of the Sta■, and all data and Information 
derived therefrom, is the e>cduslve property of the Slate rscata Data"); this definition Is to be canslrUed as bc'oacly 
as possible. Upon request, Contractor must provide to the State, or a third party deslgnalBd by the Stats, all State 
Data within 10 calendar days of the request and In the format requested by the State. Contractor will asswne all 
costs lnc:urred In compiling and supplying Slate Data. No Stat• Data may be used for any marketing purposes.

32. Non-Dlsclo■ura of Confidential Information. The parties acknowledge flat each party may be exposed to or 
acquire communication or data of Iha other party that Is confldenllal, privileged communication not Intended to be 
disclosed to ttwrd parties. Toe provisions of this Section SUMV8 the termination of this Contract. 

a. Meanjnq gf Conldentlal lofQnnation. For Iha purposes d this Contract, lhe term "Confidential 
lnfonnatlon" means all lnfonnatlon and documentation of a party that (a) has been marked 
"confidenlial" or with wards of similar mearing, at the time of disclosure by such party; (b) If disclosed 
orally Cl not marked •conftdentlal" or with words of similar meaning, was subsequently summarized In 
writing by the disclosing party and marked "confidential" or with WOids of similar meaning: and, (c) 
should reasonably be racognlzed as confidential Information of the disdoslng party. The tenn 
'Confidential lnrormation" does not Include any Information or documentation that was: (a) subject to 
disclosure under the Michigan Freedcm of lnroonatlon Act (FOIA): (b) already In the possession of the 
receiving party without an obligaUon of confidentiality; (c) developed Independently by the receiving 
party, as demonstrated by the rec:elving party, without violating the disclosing party's proprietary rights: 
(d) obtained from a source other than the disclosing party without an obligation of conlldentiallty; or, (e) 
pubUdy available when received, or thereafter became publicly avaHable (other than through any 
unauthorized discloaure by, through, or on behalf of, the receiving party). For purposes of this Contract, 
In all cases and for al matters, Slate Data Is deemed to be Confidential Information. 

b. Obflqatign of Confidentiality. The parties agree to hold an Confidential Information In strict confidence 
and not to copy, reproduce, sell, transrar, or olhelWise dispose of, give or disclose such Confidential 
lnfonnatiOn to third parties oth&r than employees, agents, or subcontractors of a party who have a need 
to know In cannectlon wfth this Contract or to use such Confidential lnfonnallon ror any purposes 
whatsoever other than the perfonnance of this Contract. The parties agree to advise and require their 
respective employees, agents, and subcontractors of their obllgatlons to keep all Confidential 
Information conlidentlal. Disclosure to a subcontractor Is permissible where: (a) use of a subconlradcr 
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la authorized under this Contract (b) lhe disclosure Is necessa,y or othelWlse naturally occurs in 
connection with WOik that Is within lhe subcantrador's responsi!Hlties; and (c) Contractor obligates the 
subcontractor In a wriUen contract to maintain the State's Confidential lnfomlation In confidence. At lhe 
State's naquest, any employee of Contractor or any subcontractor may be required to execute a 
separate agreement to be bound by the provisions of this Section. 

c. Cogperatlon to Pn!vent Disclosure of Conlidentlal lnfom1ation. Each party must use its best efforts to 
assist the other party In identifying and preventing any unauthorized use or disclosure of any 
Confidential lnklrmation. Without llmltlng the foregoing, each party must advise the other party 
Immediately In the event either party learns or has reason to believe !hat any person who has had 
access lo Conlidentlal lnfonnatlon has violated or intends 10 violate the tenns of this Contract and each 
party will cooperate with the other party In seeking Injunctive or other equitable relief against any such 
person. 

d. Remedies b' Breach of Obllgatjgn of Confidentialiey. Each party acknowledges that breach of its 
obligation of conridentiallty may give rise to Irreparable injury to the other party, which damage may be 
Inadequately compensable In the fonn of monetary damages. A~y. a party may seek and obtain 
injunctive relief against the breach or threatened breach of lhe fctegoing undertakings, in addition to 
any other legal remedies which may be avaBable, to Include, In the case of the State, at the sole election 
of the Stale. 1he Immediate tennlnatlon, without lablllty to the State, of this Contract or any Statement 
of Work corresponding to the breach or ltnaatened breach. 

• · Surrander of Confidential Jnfpm,atlon upon Tennlnation. Upon lennlnalion of this Conlrad or a 
Statement of Work, In whole or In part, each party must, within 5 caJendar days from lhe date of 
termination, retum la the olher party any and all Ccnllclential lnfcrmalion racelved from the other party, 
or created or received by a party on behalf of the other party, which are in such party's possession, 
custody, or contn::11; pn,vlded, howeYer, that Contractor must relum State Data to the State following the 
limeframe and procedure desctited further In this Contract. Should Contractor or Iha State detennine 
that the natum of any Confidential Information la not feasible, such party must destroy the Confidential 
Information and must certify lhe same in wrlUng within 5 calendar days from the data of tennlnatlon to 
the other party. However, Iha Stale's legal ability to destroy Contractcr data may be restricted by Its 
retention and disposal schedule, In which case Contractor's Confidential lnfonnalion will be destroyed 
after the retention period expires.

36. Records Malnbtnance, lnapectlon, ExamlnaUon, and Audit. The Stale or its designee may audit Contractor to 

verify compliance with this contract. Conlrador must rateln, and provide 10 the State or Its deslgnee and lhe auditor 
general upon rvquest. all financial and accounting records related to lhe Contract through lhe term of the Contract 
and ror 4 years after the lattar of tennlnatlon, expiration, or final payment under this Conlract or any extension r Audit 
Period"). If an audit. litigation, or other aclion Involving the reconis Is lriliated before the end of lhe Audit Period, 
Contractor must retain lhe records until all Issues are resolved. 

WiNn 10 calendar days of providing notice, the State and ils authortzed representatives or dnlgnees hava Iha right 
lo enter and Inspect Contractor's premises or any other places where Contract Activities are being perfcnned, and 
examine, ccpy, and audit all AICOrds ralaled to this Contract. Contrador must a,ope,ate and provide reasonable 
assistance. If any financial errors are revealed, the amount In error must be raftecll!d as a credit or debit on 
subsequent invoices until the amount Is paid or refunded. Any remaining balance at the end of the Contract must be 
paid or n,runded wilhln ◄5 calendar days. 

This Section applies to Contractor, any parent, affiliate, or subsidiary organization of Contractcr, and any 
subcontraclor that performs Contract Activities In connection with this Contract. 

37. Warrantln and Representations. Conlractor represenls and warrants: (a) Contractor Is the owner or llcansee of 
any Contract Activities that It licenses, sells, or develops and Contractor hu the rights necessary to convey lille. 
ownership rights, or Hcensed use: (b) all Contract AciMtles ara delivered free from any seanity inlerest. lien, or
