Program Questions and Answers
What is the 1122 Program?

The 1122 program allows State and Local governments to purchase law enforcement equipment through Federal procurement channels, provided that the equipment is used in the performance of counter-drug, homeland security and emergency response activities. The program affords State and Local governments the opportunity to take advantage of the purchasing power of the Federal Government to receive discounts commensurate with large volume purchases.

What is the authority for the 1122 Program and why is it referred to this way?
Section 1122 of the fiscal year 1994 National Defense Authorization Act (NDAA) established the authority for this procurement program which authorized state and local governments to purchase law enforcement equipment for counter-drug activities through the federal government. Section 885 of the NDAA for Fiscal Year 2009 broadened the 1122 program to permit State and local governments to purchase equipment for homeland security and emergency response missions in addition to counter-drug missions.

What federal agencies are involved in the 1122 Program?

The U.S. Department of the Army (DA), the General Services Administration (GSA), and the Defense Logistics Agency (DLA), are actively involved in the 1122 Program.  The DA is the executive agent of the program.  
What are the sources of supply under the 1122 program?

The 3 sources of supply are the GSA, the DLA, and the DA.

What are GSA’s responsibilities under the 1122 Program?
Under the provision of the statute, GSA is responsible for the development of a catalog, which not only explains the 1122 Program, but also delineates those products which may be procured under the program.  GSA is also responsible for providing state agencies with training in the use of the catalog, as well as in ordering procedures under the program.
How does the 1122 Program work?
Each state participating in the 1122 Program designates a State Point of Contact (SPOC) to administer the state’s activities under the program, and to validate the counter-drug, homeland security and emergency response mission of each procurement request.
Are there any restrictions for State and Local law enforcement agencies regarding the use of products available under the 1122 Program?

The statute limits the use of the 1122 Program to items specifically used in the performance of counter-drug, homeland security and emergency response activities. 
How is eligibility determined?

Interested agencies must complete and return the applicable (i.e. DA/DLA or GSA) 1122 Procurement Form found at DTMB - 1122 Program (michigan.gov) for review by the SPOC.

The SPOC is responsible for the review and approval of all orders from State and Local government requestees, and for determining that the items will be used for counter-drug, homeland security and emergency response activities.

Is the 1122 Program mandatory for contractors?

No, GSA schedule contractors have the option to accept or reject an order approved by the SPOC.
