\ Health effects from low-level exposure

* We will focus on health effects that are relevant to typical vapor
intrusion scenarios

e Long-term exposure to lower levels

* Higher levels, such as those you might find in an industrial facility, can
cause more serious, immediate effects
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v/

Tetrachloroethylene (PCE)

e May cause impaired color vision
e Based on a study of dry cleaner workers

e Long term exposure may cause other neurological effects
e Changes to mood, memory, and reaction time

e Some limited evidence for certain cancers in humans

e Associations with bladder cancer, multiple myeloma, and non-Hodgkin’s
lymphoma
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e Exposure during a critical period of fetal development may cause
heart defects

e Primary population of concern is pregnant women

 May cause changes in immune system function
* May cause kidney cancer

* Some evidence for an association with liver cancer and non-Hodgkin’s
lymphoma

e Long-term exposure may cause liver cancer
e Angiosarcoma of the liver
e Hepatocellular carcinoma
