The following list of non-native species is approved for selective chemical treatment under the
Aquatic Nuisance Control General Permit for Certain Non-native Invasive Emergent and Floating-leaf
Plants ANC9420000, as modified. In order to have authorization to chemically treat waters of the
state under the General Permit for Certain Non-native Invasive Emergent and Floating-leaf Plants, the
permittee must be issued a Certificate of Coverage (COC) under this general permit by the Michigan
Department of Environment, Great Lakes, and Energy (EGLE). If you wish to treat a non-native
invasive plant species not listed below, please contact the Aquatic Nuisance Control Program at
EGLE-WRD-ANC@Michigan.gov or 517-284-5593. Additional target species will be considered on a
case-by-case basis.
