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The Burt Lake-Sturgeon River Watershed is in Northern Michigan, and some of the State's greatest
natural resources are located there. This includes the Sturgeon River, which is one of the most pristine
and high gradient streams in Michigan's Lower Peninsula and one of the largest free-flowing trout
streams in the state. Northern Michigan depends on these resources and their protection is critical.
The goals of this project included completion of resource inventories; completion of the Cheboygan
County Local Ordinance Gaps Analysis; formation of the Watershed Advisory Committee; and completion
of a brand new DEQ/EPA-approved watershed management plan. All goals were accomplished.
