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Influenza Hospitalization Surveillance Project  

The CDC Influenza Hospitalization Surveillance Project (IHSP) provides population-based rates of 

hospitalization due to severe influenza-related illness through active surveillance and chart review of 

lab-confirmed cases from Oct. 1, 2018 until Apr. 30, 2019, for Clinton, Eaton, Ingham, Genesee, and 

Washtenaw counties. Since Oct. 1, there have been 230 (35 pediatric, 195 adult) influenza-related 

hospitalizations reported in the catchment area for the 2018-2019 season.
