1.  Must have 6000 hours over 3 
years as a registered plumber 
apprentice. OR equivalent military 
experience.
2.  Submit completed application 
to state of Michigan.
3. Take and pass appropriate test.
4. Complete required continuing 
education annually.

Apprentice plumbers MUST maintain and renew their registrations in order to 
qualify to apply to become a plumbing journeyperson.
