Traditional and Roth IRAs allow you to save money for retirement.

Who can contribute?
Traditional IRA: You can contribute if you (or your spouse if filing jointly) have taxable
compensation. Prior to Jan. 1, 2020, you were unable to contribute if you were age 70½
or older.
Roth IRA: You can contribute at any age if you (or your spouse if filing jointly) have
taxable compensation and your modified adjusted gross income is below certain
amounts (see and 2022 and 2023 limits).

How much can I contribute?
The most you can contribute to all of your traditional and Roth IRAs is the smaller of:

For 2023, $6,500, or $7,500 if you’re age 50 or older by the end of the year; or your
taxable compensation for the year.

What is the deadline to make contributions?
Your tax return filing deadline (not including extensions). For example, you can make 2022
IRA contributions until April 18, 2023.

Stock Rumors
While social media can provide many benefits for investors, it also presents
opportunities for fraudsters. Through social media, fraudsters can spread false or
misleading information about a stock to large numbers of people with minimum effort
and at a relatively low cost. They can also conceal their true identities by acting
anonymously or even impersonating credible sources of market information.

Think twice about investing if you spot any of these red flags of investment fraud:

Limited history of posts. Fraudsters can set up new accounts specifically designed
to carry out their scam while concealing their true identities. Be skeptical of
information from social media accounts that lack a history of prior postings or
sending messages.
Pressure to buy or sell RIGHT NOW. Take the time to research the stock before you invest. Be skeptical of messages urging you to buy a hot
stock before you “miss out” or to sell shares of a stock you own before the price goes down after negative news is announced. Be especially
wary if the promoter claims the recommendation is based on “inside” or confidential information.
Unlicensed sellers. Federal and state securities laws require investment professionals and their firms who offer and sell investments to be
licensed or registered. Many fraudulent investment schemes involve unlicensed individuals or unregistered firms. Check license and
registration status by searching the SEC’s Investment Adviser Public Disclosure (IAPD) website or the Financial Industry Regulatory Authority
(FINRA)’s BrokerCheck website.

A payday loan or a cash advance loan is a loan for a short time. You pay a fee to borrow
the money, even if it is for a week or two. A payday loan or cash advance loan can be very
expensive. Before you get one of these loans, consider other ways to borrow.

What are some other ways to borrow money?
You might be able to borrow money from:

family or friends
a bank or credit union
your credit card
You might ask for more time to pay your bills. You can talk to a credit counselor to get
help.

What if I’m in the military?
If you are in the military, the law protects you and your dependents. The law limits the
interest rate on payday loans. The law also tells lenders to give you information about
your rights and the cost of the loan. The military also offers financial help and help
managing your money.  Read What to do – Service Members to learn more.

What is a payday loan or cash advance loan? How does a payday loan or cash
advance loan work?

You give the lender a check for the
amount of money you want to borrow –
plus a fee. The lender keeps your check
and gives you cash – less the fee they
charge.
On your next payday, you have to pay
the lender in cash. You owe the amount
you borrowed plus the fee.

As with anything you buy, there are fees and costs associated with investment products and services. These fees may seem
small, but over time they can have a major impact on your investment portfolio.  Understanding the fees you pay is important to
investing wisely.

The following chart shows an investment portfolio with a 4% annual return over 20 years when the investment either has an
ongoing fee of 0.25%, 0.50% or 1%.

Investing Wisely - Understanding Fees 

The best advice that can be given about understanding fees and investing wisely is to ask
questions. For example:

What are the total fees to purchase, maintain, and sell this investment?
Are there ways that I can reduce or avoid some of the fees I’ll pay, such as by purchasing
the investment directly?
How much does this investment have to increase in value before I break even?
What are the ongoing fees to maintain my account?
For mutual funds: How much will the fund charge me when I buy and/or sell shares?
For the investment professional: How do you get paid? By commission? By the amount of
assets you manage? By another method? Do I have any choice on how to pay you? Should
I pay you by the transaction, or pay a flat fee regardless of how many transactions I have?

Once you’ve researched prospective investment advisers and brokers, it’s time to ask questions. In
The Little Money (Wiley & Sons Inc., 2009), author Jason Zweig, personal finance writer for The Wall
Street Journal, recommends you sit down with the candidates and ask these questions:

Do you focus primarily or exclusively on asset management, or do you also have expertise in taxes,
retirement, and estate planning, as well as budgeting and debt management? What education,
training, experience, and licenses do you have in these practice areas?
What is your philosophy of investing? Do you rely mainly on lower-cost index mutual funds? (If the
answer is “No,” ask to see evidence that the alternatives actually have worked as well or better.)
How high an annual return on my investments do you think is feasible? (Anything above 10%
suggests the adviser is either delusional or dishonest. Answers below 8% start to make sense.)
How many clients do you have, and will you personally manage my account? How much time
should I reasonably expect you to devote to me over the course of a typical year?
Describe something you achieved for a client that makes you proud.
What’s the worst mistake you’ve made with a client?
Describe the process you have in mind for helping me to achieve my goals. How will you monitor
our progress?
Would any investments you recommend create a potential conflict of interest between doing
what’s best for me and doing what benefits you?

College savings plans allow individuals to contribute to an account to pay a beneficiary’s qualified higher education expenses, such as tuition,
fees, books, supplies, and room and board. The value of college savings plans is based on the performance of the particular investments or
investment strategy chosen by the contributor. As a result, college savings plans generally carry investment risk, which means the account value
may increase or decrease depending on market conditions.

Contributions to college savings plans have been growing as the public becomes aware of their desirability as savings vehicles. For example, a
survey of state plans indicates that assets held in 529 savings plans grew from $2.6 billion at year-end 2000 to $35.1 billion at the end of 2003. 

Collage Saving Plans

The asset growth was mostly attributed to an increase in the number of accounts, which rose to more
than four million.
Many mutual fund companies manage college savings plans for states, and mutual funds are the most
commonly used investment vehicle in these plans. At the end of 2003, 97 percent of 529 savings plan
assets were invested in mutual funds. Each state’s plan typically offers more than one investment
option. These options typically include a portfolio of stocks and bonds whose percent composition
changes automatically as the beneficiary ages; a portfolio with fixed shares of stocks and bonds; or
individual portfolios with varying investment strategies.

Banks and credit unions sometimes
become concerned that an account
holder is experiencing fraud, a health
crisis, or another emergency that
affects their financial affairs.
In one emerging practice, banks and
credit unions may allow you to choose
one or more trusted contacts, like an
adult child or close friend, who your
bank or credit union can reach out to
for extra help in emergency situations.
You can add a trusted contact
person to your brokerage accounts,
too. This is a way that your financial
professionals can help protect your
financial well-being.

Your financial firm may request that you give them the
name and contact information of a “trusted contact.”
While it’s not mandatory that you do so, FINRA, the North
American Securities Administrators Association (NASAA)
and staff from the SEC Office of Investor Education and
Advocacy urge you to consider providing the name of
someone you trust as a contact on your accounts.

Sometimes, just having a plan can help reduce your anxiety. Plus, having a budget for the holiday season (including a gift budget) can help you avoid going
further into debt.  Put together a realistic budget for the holiday season. Here are a few ways to bring the numbers down:

 Do a gift exchange instead of buying gifts for everyone. Would friends or family be interested in a randomly assigned gift exchange with a dollar limit?1.
 Plan a potluck holiday dinner rather than going out or hosting alone. When everyone pitches in, it saves time, money, and mental capacity.2.
 Encourage homemade gifts from the heart rather than bought items. This can also work for decorations. This category includes gifts of time.3.
 Thrift for decorations, holiday outfits, and gifts that you decide you need to buy. If the timing works, you could also shop for gifts during after Christmas
sales.

 Create lists to stay organized, and stick to them. Sticking to a list is one way to control impulse buying.5.

Here’s a pro tip. There's no minimum price tag for a holiday season. You aren’t required to spend money at all. If you can’t, you can’t. If you have to choose
between an extremely frugal holiday season and spending money you don’t have, consider how each option will make you feel in January.

Create a working budget that matches your cash flow.  Your cash flow is the timing of when money
comes in and when it goes out. Looking at it on a week-by-week basis, especially if you tend to run
short, can help you create a working monthly budget.

Request due dates for your bills that help you stay on track.  If there are certain weeks when money
is especially tight, you can contact your creditors and utility companies and request new due dates
that better align with your income.

Compare your spending month-to-month.  Track your spending closely for several months. By
looking at your spending in real-time and comparing it to the previous month , you’ll start to see
places where you can make adjustments and move money into savings.

Save for Emergencies

Give yourself financial security with an emergency savings fund.  Start by putting aside what you can afford in order to help cover
many common emergencies, such as a car repair or medical bill, that could otherwise become costly debt. Prioritize a dedicated
savings account for these unexpected expenses as one of your top savings goals, and as you get a better handle on your overall
financial situation, you may decide to set more aside.

Set rules for your emergency savings–but don’t be afraid to use it.  Set guidelines for yourself for when you can spend down this
savings fund and what constitutes an emergency, but if you need it, don’t be afraid to use it. That’s what it’s there for. Just remember
to work to rebuild it.

 Make saving easy by making it automatic.  Whether it’s through your bank or employer, there are a number of ways to have money
automatically transferred into your savings every week or month. Reoccurring transfers are considered one of the most effective ways
to build your savings.

Put extra money into savings at times when you have it.  There may be weeks when money is tighter than others. Take the opportunity
to put money into savings when you have it.

Use your tax refund to help you reach financial goals.  For many Americans, a tax refund can be one of the largest checks they receive
all year. Make a plan now to dedicate a portion of that money to saving for some of your larger financial or savings goals.

Use our debt log  to get a sense
of the amount of debt you owe, including interest rate and projected payoff date, and who you owe
it to.

Choose a debt reduction strategy that works best for you.  There are two common strategies to pay
down your debt: the highest interest-rate method and the snowball method. Learn the differences
and pick the one that works best for you.

Learn about federal and private student loans repayment options.  Whether you have federal or
private student loans, or a mix of the two, start with the loans you’re most concerned with, and
learn how to optimize paying them off.

In the market for a car? Negotiating can save you hundreds or thousands of dollars over the life of
your loan.  Plan ahead, and learn what’s negotiable.

Improving how you manage your money on a daily basis may take time and dedication, but as you
develop better money habits, you’ll create a financial story that you’re proud of. 

Create Better Money Habits

Apply only for credit you need.  While it’s not the only factor, a good credit score is key to your financial well-being. One way to get and keep a
good credit score is to apply only for credit you need.

Set an annual reminder to check your credit reports.  You’re entitled to free credit reports every 12 months, so set up an annual reminder to
review them for any errors that may be hurting your credit and should be fixed.

Set up alerts to stay on top of your checking account balance.  Through most banks and credit unions, you’re able to set up alerts to notify you
of your checking account balance at the end of the week or if your balance gets low. This helps you monitor your accounts and also protects
you from incurring additional overdraft fees.

If you can’t make a bill payment, act fast and call your creditors.  Missing a bill payment can have several negative financial impacts. If you’re
experiencing a financial emergency, contact your lenders or creditors before your due date to see what options may be available to you.

When shopping for a loan, get quotes from at least three lenders.  One of the best ways to save money on a loan is to shop around and get
estimates from several lenders to best compare terms and fees. This is true for home loans as well as other types of loans, including auto
loans.
