Hello, due to the increased demand in Michigan for more police officers Ferris State University is
proposing an additional training session(s), in the form of a regional academy, to help provide more
law enforcement officers. With more than 2000 officers down in Michigan, the need is dire to
continue police presence and coverage for the citizens of Michigan.

Ferris State University Law Enforcement Academy has been in place coming into its 50th year of
training police officers. Our reputation for training quality officers has been in place since the early
1970's. Our equipment and training has been in place with the highest quality of educational
instructors. The majority of our instructors consist of at least a masters degree or PhD. All of our
instructors have real life experience in the criminal justice career field and considered experts in the
eyes of the court system in many topics.

The support for these additional training academy sessions at Ferris has been reviewed and accepted
by Ferris State University President Dr. Bill Pink, Vice President of Academic Affairs Robert
Fleischman, Dean of Extended and International Operations Steve Reifert and Dean Logan Jones the
Dean for the School of Business (Criminal justice).
