Michigan Concealed Pistol License (CPL) or Certification Under
the Law Enforcement Officers Safety Act (LEOSA):

Michigan law enforcement officers who have left service in good standing may pursue three
different avenues to legally carry concealed firearms. They may obtain:

e A Michigan Concealed Pistol License (CPL), issued by a local gun board, pursuant to
Michigan’s carry concealed law for civilians. Officers may carry as a civilian, but
some may meet the definition of a “retired law enforcement officer.”

e A LEOSA Certificate, as obtained from the agency from which the officer has
separated from employment. To qualify, you must meet the federal definition of a
“separated law enforcement officer.”

e A LEOSA Certificate from MCOLES, pursuant to the Michigan Retired Law
Enforcement’s Officer’s Firearm Carry Act. To qualify, you must meet the federal
definition of a “separated law enforcement officer.”

Officers may choose to obtain a Michigan CPL and carry as a civilian or as a retire law

enforcement officer. Or, qualified separated officers may choose to obtain a LEOSA
Certificate from their former agencies or MCOLES. Some may wish to obtain both.
