The Family Center serves families of children and
youth with disabilities and other special health
care needs. This includes children who have, or
are at increased risk for physical, behavioral,
emotional, and developmental conditions.
Children are not required to be enrolled in CSHCS
to receive services from the Family Center.

variety of health-related topics for families.

e Connect parents with other parents for peer-to-
peer support.

o Offer Sibshop facilitator trainings, and grants to
individuals and organizations to host Sibshops.

e Award conference scholarships for parents and
youth to learn more about their child’s diagnosis
and connect with other parents like them.

e Support children and youth with scholarships to
assist with the cost of summer camp.
