This letter, in compliance with Section 1902(a)(73) and Section 2107(e)(1)(C) of the
Social Security Act, serves as notice to all Tribal Chairs and Health Directors of the
intent by the Michigan Department of Health and Human Services (MDHHS) to submit a
State Plan Amendment (SPA) and Alternative Benefit Plan (ABP) Amendment request
to the Centers for Medicare & Medicaid Services (CMS).

The purpose of the SPA is to update the current State Plan and ABP to include
reference to covered services associated with a qualified clinical trial in response to
Section 210 of the Consolidated Appropriations Act of 2021. It is anticipated the SPA
will positively impact Native American beneficiaries, tribal health clinics, and urban
Indian organizations. The anticipated effective date of the SPA is January 1, 2022.
