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WHAT IS THE PURPOSE OF THIS REPORT? 
 

The ‘MCH County Profiles’ provide ten years of data at the county level on selected maternal and child health 
(MCH) performance measures.  The purposes of this report are: 1) to assist local public health professionals in 
better targeting resources and 2) to help monitor the progress being made in local jurisdictions to improve MCH 
outcomes.  This is the fourth publication of this report, covering the ten years from 2000 to 2009. 
 
HOW IS THE REPORT ORGANIZED? 
 
The first section of this report presents MCH performance measures from 2000 to 2009 for the state of 
Michigan as a whole.  Following the state report, data are presented for each county in alphabetical order. 
 
For each county, demographic information about the population and births is first presented.  This information 
is followed by trends in selected MCH indicators, including prematurity, low birth weight, infant mortality, and 
adolescent pregnancy. For some counties, the number of events did not meet the minimum statistical 
requirement (six or more events) for the rates to be validly calculated.   
 
The back of each county page graphically depicts a trend in a selected indicator, but only for those counties who 
met the minimum statistical requirement for all ten years. The Perinatal Periods of Risk analysis was performed 
for each county totaling at least 60 feto-infant deaths between 2006 and 2009. 
 
WHAT ARE THE SOURCES OF DATA? 
 
The data used for estimating the majority of the indicators were provided by the Division of Vital Records and 
Health Statistics, Michigan Department of Community Health (MDCH).  Perinatal Periods of Risk analysis was 
performed by the MCH epidemiology section within the Division of Genomics, Perinatal Health, and Chronic 
Disease Epidemiology. In addition, program data from the Centers for Medicaid and Medicare Services, 
Childhood Lead Poisoning Prevention Program, Michigan Behavioral Risk Surveillance System, Michigan 
Birth Defects Registry, Michigan Care Improvement Registry, Pediatric Nutritional Surveillance System, 
Pregnancy Risk Assessment Monitoring System, U.S. Census Bureau and Women, Infants and Children (WIC) 
were incorporated into this publication. 
 
WHERE CAN I GET MORE INFORMATION? 
 
The MDCH website, http://www.michigan.gov/mdch, has a wealth of information on the vital and health 
statistics for Michigan residents.  Visitors of this website can get this information by clicking on “Statistics and 
Reports” and then navigating through the various pages.  Additional reports and presentations about MCH-
related topics are located on the “Pregnant Women, Children & Families” page under “Maternal & Child Health 
Epidemiology”. 
 
WHERE CAN I GET FURTHER ASSISTANCE? 
 
Additional tools have been developed to assist local public health professionals in measuring MCH indicators 
for their own jurisdictions.  These tools include the “Infant Mortality Workbook for Community Action”, and 
the “Analysis of the Selected State MCH Measures”.  An overview of the Perinatal Periods of Risk approach 
can be found in the “Infant Mortality Workbook for Community Action”.  Presentations and training sessions 
on some of the measures and tools, including the Perinatal Periods of Risk approach, have been provided at the 
Public Health Technology Conference and at the Healthy Mothers, Healthy Babies Conference.

Interventions at the community level are key to further improvements in MCH outcomes.  It is our hope that 
local public health professionals, agencies, coalitions, and stakeholders will find the information in this report 
useful in guiding and better targeting their intervention efforts.  In addition, these data also give local public 
health agencies and professionals an opportunity to compare MCH outcomes and their temporal trends in their 
own jurisdiction with other communities in the state.  Healthy Start projects, Fetal Infant Mortality Review 
groups, Adolescent Health programs, Family Planning programs, and other community-based public health 
programs may find these data useful in guiding their activities.

Residence- Usual place of residence for the person to whom the event occurred. For 
births and fetal deaths, residence is defined as the mother’s usual place of residence.  
 
Race- Race for mother, father, or descendant as is stated on certificate. Race of child is 
determined from the race of the parents.  
 
Maternal Age-  
 

Mother’s Age <18- Live births to women less than age 18 among births. The 
indicator is often called the “school-age” birth rate or the “adolescent” birth rate. 
 
Mother’s Age >20- Live births to women less than age 20 among births. This 
indicator is often called the “teen” birth rate.  

 
Gestational Period- Number of completed weeks elapsed between the first day of the 
last menstrual period and the date of delivery.  
 
Premature Birth- Live births that were born before the end of the 37th week of gestation 
based on a calculated gestational age. The calculated gestational age is determined by 
subtracting the last menses date from the date of birth. If the month but not the day of the 
last menses is known, 15 is used for the day of the month.  
 
Prenatal Care-  
 

Care Began in the First Trimester- Mother started prenatal care in the first 
trimester of the pregnancy.  
 
Late or No Prenatal Care- Mother received late (third trimester) or no prenatal 
care.  
 
Adequacy of Prenatal Care Utilizations Index (APNCU)- This index, also 
known as the Kotelchuck Index of Prenatal Care, was designed as an 
improvement on the Kessner Index. It has 5 values: 1=adequate plus, 2=adequate, 
3=intermediate, 4=inadequate and 5=unknown. Its major advantage is that it 
divides the adequate into two categories. Those with adequate plus had other risk 
factors, which increased the number of visits. The index can serve as an indicator 
that some medical condition required additional prenatal care.1

Birth Weight- Weight of fetus or infant at time of delivery.  
 

Normal Birth Weight- Live births in which the infant weighs 2,500 grams (5 
pounds, 8 ounces) or more among live births.  
 
Low Birth Weight- Birth weight that is less than 2,500 grams (5 pounds, 8 
ounces) and more than 1,500 grams (3 pounds, 5 ounces).  
 
Very Low Birth Weight- Birth weight that is less than 1,500 grams (3 pounds, 5 
ounces) and more than 750 grams (approximately 1 pound, 10.5 ounces).  

 
Fetal, Infant and Child Mortality-  
 

Fetal Death- As defined by the World Health Organization; “Death prior to the 
complete expulsion or extraction from its mother of a product of conception, 
irrespective of the duration of pregnancy. This death is indicated by the fact that 
after such separation, the fetus does not breathe or show any other evidence of life 
such as beating of the heart, pulsation of the umbilical cord, or definite movement 
of voluntary muscles.” The definition used by Michigan includes only death prior 
to the complete expulsion or extraction of its mother of a product of conception, 
having passed through at least the 20th week of gestation or weighting at least 400 
grams. (Note: This does not include induced terminations). 2 

 
Infant Death- Deaths occurring to individuals less than 1 year of age.  
 
Neonatal Death- Deaths occurring to individuals less than 28 days of age.  
 
Postneonatal Death- Deaths occurring to individuals 28-364 days of age.  
 
Age-Specific Death- Resident deaths in a specific age group.  

 
Mortality Rate-  
 

Infant Mortality Rate- Probability of dying between birth and exactly one year 
of age expressed per 1,000 live births. Calculated by dividing the number of 
infant deaths by total resident live births x 1,000. 3 

  
Neonatal Death Rate- Probability of dying between birth and exactly 28 days of 
age expressed per 1,000 live births. Calculated by dividing the number of infant 
deaths by total resident live births x 1,000.  
 
Postneonatal Death Rate- Probability of dying between 28 and 364 days of age 
expressed per 1,000 live births. Calculated by dividing the number of resident 
postneonatal deaths by total resident live births x 1,000.
