ALL individuals need to bring:

► Proof of age (Birth certificate or
 driver’s license).

► Proof of all sources of income
 (Paystubs, tax return, social security,
 veteran’s benefits, child support,
 retirement accounts, and any
 other income).

SOME individuals need to bring:

► Proof of assets (cash, personal property, and
 real property) or other resources.

► Personal property (Investments, retirement 
 accounts, life insurance policies and trusts).

► Real property (Land you own and the things on it).

► Proof of citizenship or immigration status.

► Proof of your disability, if applicable.

► Proof of other insurance, if applicable.

PLEASE NOTE: This event is to help you with the steps of reapplying for your health insurance coverage.
We will not be able to tell you whether you still qualify/will get reapproved.
