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Introduction 
With adoption of the Michigan Mobility 2045 state long-range 

transportation plan, the Michigan Department of Transportation 

(MDOT) has defined a network of strategic multimodal corridors 

(Figure 1) representing an integrated, multimodal system to support 

the safe and efficient movement of people, services, and goods. The 

strategic multimodal corridors framework builds upon Michigan’s 

National Highway System (NHS) to include parallel major highways 

that serve as alternate routes as well as Class I (large) rail lines, 

passenger rail, intercity bus routes, airports, and U.S. bike routes. The 

intentional decision to include all modes that fall within the strategic 

corridor band of 20 miles of an NHS freeway, 10 miles of a US route 

non-freeway, and 5 miles of non-freeway NHS route, is a recognition 

that a resilient, equitable transportation system is one that provides 

multiple options for connecting population and employment centers. 

Michigan’s strategic multimodal corridors carry the vast majority of 

miles traveled in the state, regardless of mode. Analyzing corridor 

performance provides policymakers and decision-makers a wider lens 

to help identify and prioritize segments of the network that may 

benefit from more detailed planning, engineering, construction, or 

maintenance. This information also provides supplemental evaluation 

of policies and investment decisions over time to improve future 

performance.  

In addition, the strategic multimodal corridors represent Michigan’s 

critical truck routes, including less-traveled highways that are 

important to accessing key economic rural areas of the state. These 

minor routes also have an important role by providing system 

redundancy that is critical to a resilient freight network and for use 

during emergency movement.   

This report focuses on key elements of each strategic multimodal 

corridor, including assets and services, traffic safety and operations, 

infrastructure condition, and traffic and congestion. Figure 1 - Michigan Strategic Multimodal Corridors 
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DEFINITIONS AND INFORMATION 
 

Multimodal Assets/Services 
This section of the report provides quick reference to non-roadway transportation assets and services that are within the strategic corridor band.  

 
Traffic and Safety Operations 
This section of the report provides a subset of 2018 traffic safety data for all types of traffic crashes that occurred within the strategic corridor being reported, 
and a subset of the “all crashes” corridor data with specific focus on commercial truck crashes.   
 
Fatal Crashes: The number of crashes that resulted in the loss of one or more lives. 
 
Fatalities: The total number of lives lost. 
 
Injury Crashes: The number of crashes that resulted in one or more people being seriously injured (see MMUCC definition for serious injury). 
 
Serious Injuries: The total number of persons being seriously injured. 

 
Intelligent Transportation Systems (ITS) Assets 
ITS is a combination of electronics, telecommunications and information technology used to monitor and manage transportation systems. The following is a 
subset of ITS assets that are used to support operations along the strategic corridor. 
 
Closed-Circuit Television (CCTV) Cameras: CCTV cameras transit live video feeds to MDOT transportation operations centers for monitoring roadways and 
supporting traffic incident management. 
 
Environmental Sensor Stations (ESS): ESS collect and disseminate weather data at points along the road network. The data is used to prioritize maintenance 
needs and provide accurate traveler information and driving conditions to motorists. 
 
Dynamic Message Signs (DMS): DMS provide motorists real-time information such as traffic conditions, travel times, lane closures, work zones, incidents, 
weather advisors, or other pertinent information. 
 
Roadside Units (RSU): RSU transit safety information from roadside infrastructure to connected vehicles equipped with on board units. RSUs use dedicated 
short-range communications or other wireless communication technologies. 
 

Infrastructure Condition 
Transportation asset management is created to minimize life-cycle costs of managing and maintaining transportation assets such as bridges and roads. MDOT is 
committed to a strategic and systematic process of operating, maintaining, and upgrading transportation assets effectively, including using methods and metrics 
to track performance over time.

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Lane Miles: The number of miles of pavement going in one direction on any given road. Miles of roadway multiplied by the number of lanes equals lane miles. 
For example, a 1-mile stretch of a three-lane roadway is 3 lane miles.  
 
Route Miles: The geographic distance between two points, without consideration for the number of lanes or overlapping segments. For example, a 1-mile 
stretch of a three-lane roadway is just 1 route mile. 
 
Remaining Service Life (RSL): RSL measures the estimated number of years until it is no longer cost effective to perform preventive maintenance and a rebuild or 
major rehabilitation treatment is required.  
 
Pavement Surface and Evaluation Rating (PASER): The PASER system is a windshield road condition rating system. Condition ratings are assigned by evaluating 
the type and number of visual defects along a road segment while driving the segment.   
 
Bridge Condition: A bridge is classified by the lowest component condition rating for either the deck, superstructure, substructure, or culvert through regulation 
inspection and reported to the National Bridge Inventory database.   
 

Traffic and Congestion 
Measuring traffic volumes, travel time reliability and congestion is important for developing countermeasures and assessing travel time and congestion 
mitigation improvements. These measures also provide the inputs for air quality modeling. Reliability is not the same as congestion. Reliability provides a 
consistent travel time to a destination whether or not the route is congested. If a route is regularly congested, travelers can plan accordingly, but if a route is 
unreliable, it is unknown how long it will take to arrive at the intended destination. Road segments can be both congested and reliable (i.e., reliably congested) 
whereas other segments can be congested and unreliable. 
 
Daily Vehicle Miles Traveled (VMT): A measure of travel demand (or use of the system) and is the total miles traveled by all vehicles along the corridor in a 24-
hour period, during a common weekday.  
 
Daily Vehicle Hours Traveled (VHT): A measure of system performance is the total miles traveled by all vehicles based on an average speed, or travel time, along 
the corridor.  
 
VMT Congested: VMT under congested conditions measured as a volume-to-capacity ratio exceeding 0.9. 
 
VMT Approaching Congested: MT under near-congested conditions measured as a volume-to-capacity ratio of 0.7 to 0.9. 
 
VMT Severely Unreliable: VMT under severely unreliable conditions as measured by a planning time index exceeding 3.0.  
  
VMT Moderately Unreliable: VMT under moderately unreliable conditions as measured by a planning time index between 2.0 and 3.0.  
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Truck Miles Unreliable: Truck travel time reliability exceeding an index of 1.75 by means of archived real time speed data using the 95th and 50th percentile 
truck travel times. 
 
Truck Bottleneck Miles: A measure of the top 5 percent of urban and rural user costs for delay and reliability.
