The safe
zone ensures that the logo has
enough room to maintain its
readability. No other graphic type
or content should fall inside the
safe zone.

When printed, the width of the
logo should not be less than one
and a half inches or 450 pixels at a
resolution of 300 DPI. Logos
printed smaller than this are
difficult to read so it is
recommended that the logo be
well over the minimum size if
possible.
