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Supplemental City, Village, and Township Revenue Sharing

Sec. 957. (1) From the 1-time funds appropriated in part 1 for supplemental revenue sharing, a
city, village, or township eligible for a payment under section 952 of this part shall receive a
payment equal to the population of the city, village, or township multiplied by $0.81198, rounded
to the nearest dollar. For purposes of this section, population is determined in the same manner
as under section 3 of the Glenn Steil state revenue sharing act of 1971, 1971 PA 140, MCL
141.903. In addition, any city or village that according to the 2010 federal decennial census is
determined to have population in more than 1 county shall be treated as a single entity when
determining the payment received under this section.

(2) Cities, villages, and townships eligible to receive a payment under subsection (1) shall
receive 1/6 of their eligible payment on the last business day of October, December, February,
April, June, and August.
